Comm. Steele called the recessed meeting to order at 5:00 pm with the following in attendance:

We have one item of business before we recess to the public hearing.  

Attorney Hovis:  At your last meeting we discussed the modification of the surety on the Southwood land development plan. I have worked with Attorney MacNeal to draft an agreement to cover one of their letters of credit and it allows the township to hold a mortgage on their property.   There are currently 3 letters of credit in place: 

One for the realignment of Locust Hill Road, which will remain in place
	One for the improvements to Ashford Lane (PennDOT improvements)
	One for the public improvements proposed on their plan $1,592,247.95)

The applicants (Jeff Henry, Tom Pendergast) will not be able to take any action without the placement of the surety.  You may want to have the financial surety updated in accordance with the MPC when they are ready to proceed with the improvements.  Please keep in mind that the fair market value of this property is less than the letter of credit.  The agreement will not allow them to do anything.

Comm. Granholm:  Are we indemnifying the township and will we be held harmless?  We are not responsible for anything that happens on the property?

Attorney Hovis:  Yes, we are indemnified. They will have insurance to cover liability.

Attorney MacNeal:   With the agreement your risks are minimal.  They cannot sell the land, they are obligated to pay the taxes and pay the insurance.    There are no prospects to do any work right now.

On motion of Comm. Jones, seconded by Comm. Knepper, the board approved the agreement subject to Solicitor Hovis’ satisfaction.  

Comm. Granholm:  I am concerned.  With a letter of credit there is no risk to us, with a mortgage there are risks.

Attorney Hovis:  The surety is only for the public improvements.

Attorney MacNeal:  We are keeping the surety in place for Locust Hill Road and the PennDOT permit.  There’s no need to build the roads if we are not selling houses.

Vote 4 yes, 1 no (Granholm)

At 5:26 pm the meeting was recessed to the Public Hearing.
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At 11:45 pm the public hearing was adjourned.
