Debra distributed and discussed her July 2005 York Township



Recreation and Parks Report.  (See Report)




Debra reported that all went well with the York Township




facilities that were used for the Keystone Games.

Old Business:
Tot Lot – Debra is looking at purchasing one that is just under $7,000.  She will get two additional quotes.


Tyler Run Park Pavilion - The approximate cost is $20,000.  Debra shared plans of the pavilion.  


Fitz Park – A new parking area will be needed.  Debra doesn’t see us doing this during 2005.  Dean suggested we try to get timeline as to when we will need to start with the planning for this park.


Stump Property Acquisition – Dean reported that progress is being made on this project.  Dean spoke to Terry Stump and they are still agreeable to the purchase.  ($30,000 an acre) Terry Stump would like us to rezone some of the areas for retail. 


DCNR Grant Cycle – Debra discussed our projects with Cindy Dunlap. (DCNR)   Projects included the following: Markey property, public works building renovations, Mill Creek project.  Cindy said that any of these would be considered viable projects.  The Markey property would be our first priority.  The southern part of the property is what we should look at funding.  It is an area that we can move on quickly. (Or more quickly than any of our other projects)  The deadline for the paperwork is September 30, 2005.


Public Works Building Renovation – Debra asked if we want to consider this building for use by the Recreation Department.  Debra felt the building had some potential for use.  She shared plans of the existing floor plans with possible usage.  Debra felt there were some things being done in the Park Building that would be better in this building.  The cost of construction would be approximately $430,000 – 475,000.   If we were to build from scratch, it would cost $790,000 – 870,000.  Ron and Nina felt that our priority right now should be fields, but also felt that the building would be utilized if it was renovated.  Michael Derk suggested we find out how much it would cost to raise the roof. (So it could be used for some sports activities)   
Maintenance Facility - Debra mentioned that we need a new maintenance facility.  Things are still being stored at York Township Park.  Recreation could use that building for recreation purposes.  Board members were surprised that the equipment was still being stored at the Park.  Debra will talk to Scott Depoe about the need for constructing a new maintenance building.

Markey Property – Lewis Rathbone distributed updated plans for the Markey property.  He also distributed a list of proposed activities.  Someone questioned if the ponds could be a liability issue.  Debra will set up a special Commissioner’s Meeting to present the development proposal to the Commissioners and to the public.  She is looking at the end of August to do this.   We would need to apply for the grant for this by September 30, 2005.


Revisions to Markey Property – Changes included reorienting the lacrosse field so that it runs north and south.  Nina suggested replacing the soccer field with a youth soccer field so that it could run north and south.  Ron Kirkwood asked if it was possible to extend the trail around the perimeter of the complex.  Lewis thought that this would be feasible.  

New Business:


York Township Youth Council – Debra spoke to Wendy Arnold of Dallastown Area Communities that Care.  They are looking for space for some of their youth programs.  This is something the Public Works building could be used for.  


York Township Corporate Challenge – Debra distributed some information on a sports competition she is working at putting together.  Organizations compete in various coed activities throughout the week.  This all culminates with a closing awards ceremony.  It is scheduled for October 10-16, 2005.  She is in the process of looking for a corporate sponsor.  This event would generate funds to support the Youth Council.

Trail at York Township Park – There was discussion on asphalting the part of the trail that washed away when it rains.  Debra will check with Scott Depoe as to what areas should be asphalted.
