Staff Reports:
Debra distributed and discussed her November 2005 York Township Recreation and Parks Report.  (See Report)

Updates:


Soccer Classes – There are larger groups than originally reported.
Drop and Shop – This was cancelled for December 3 due to only three people signing up.  There are lots signed up for December 17.

Park Repairs – Snyder Park roof is being worked on.

Hardware for the doors at the park building at York Township Park is being installed.

Old Business:
Stump Property Acquisition – The agreement was given to the Stumps.  They have until December 16th to sign and return the agreement.  The price in the Agreement is $35,000 an acre.  We are looking at approximately twenty acres.  The name of the park would be “Joseph Stump Memorial Park”.   


Off –Premise Sign Ordinance for Parks – Debra spoke to Elizabeth Heathcote and Steve Hovis.  They both felt that any changes in the Ordinance could cause problems in other areas.  They told Debra that she could do what she felt was best with regards to this particular issue.  It was decided that the scoreboard would be acceptable.  Any additional things would need to be approved by the Recreation Board.  


York Township Park Concession Stand – There are some issues with the Concession Stand.  It needs to be brought up to code.  Michael Derk suggested that someone in the Concession Stand be trained in the “ServSafe” Program.  
New Business:
Solicitation Policy – Debra said we need a policy that we can show people that would be consistent from park to park.  Debra will be working on this and other policies for the January meeting.

Debra distributed the Facility Reservation Policy for review.  Bold print indicates changes in the policy.  She reviewed the policy with the Recreation Board.


Trail Standards - We have the opportunity to expand some trails due to some TND’s (Traditional Neighborhood Development) that are going through.  We will need some specifications for the trails.  Policies will also be needed.  Trails would need to be a minimum of ten feet wide.  Any change in this would require the filing of a waiver.  Five feet would be the absolute minimum.  Home owner associations would be responsible for the upkeep of these trails.


Part-Time Secretary – This position may be cut from the 2006 Budget.  Debra said that if the Recreation Department does not get the approval for the new secretary position, we really do not need to change office locations.  Debra will work on writing a job description for this position to assist in supporting her cause. 


Volunteer Group – Debra is looking to work with a group of volunteers to help out with special events.  She came up with the name, Varsity Club (Volunteers are Real Stars in the Township of York).  

Movie Screen Update – Debra got two bids on the outdoor movie screen.  


Interns – Debra spoke to someone from York College about the possibility of getting interns from the Recreation program.  The person would be unpaid for the internship.  If satisfied with the student, they would be offered the Assistant position for the summer program.  

Summer Band Concerts - Debra has asked Monica to add some variety in the summer band concerts.  She is looking at the possible options: Country Band, Oldies Band, Big Band Music, and a Military Band.  Dan Shelly suggested a Bluegrass Band also.
