There are 16 children registered for the 1st-2nd grade session and 9 children registered for the 3rd –5th grade session.
· Our last Bus Trip this year will be to New York City for shopping/sightseeing on Saturday, December 10.  We only have a few seats left on the 57-passenger bus.

· Current programs in session right now include Senior Strides; Step, Sculpt and Tone; Morning Mat Pilates; 3 leagues of Adult Winter Volleyball; Children’s Art Classes

Park Repairs/Projects

· The area for the pavilion at Tyler Run Park has been marked and, depending upon work schedules of the masons, we hope to have the foundation laid within the next two weeks.
· The roof on the Snyder Park pavilion is scheduled to be torn down this week.  The trusses are being delivered this Thursday, December 1.
· An Agreement of Sale has been prepared for the Stump property and must be signed by December 9, 2005.

· Stone has been placed in areas of the walking path at York Township Park that needed it due to runoff.

· The installation of the timer/security system at the Park Building at York Township Park is waiting on the hardware for the doors that had to be ordered to abide by ADA requirements.
· A service project was completed by Matthias Wagman.  Mr. Wagman completed an inventory of all items (benches, trees, etc.) in York Township Park that were placed as dedications or memorials.  There was currently no inventory on file.

· Two benches have been ordered for use in the Park Beautification Program.  The Park Beautification Program allows an individual to place a tree or bench as a dedication or as a memorial to someone.  One bench has already been bought for placement in York Township Park.  A bench is $450.  The cost for a tree will vary depending upon the type of tree chosen for the program.
