Staff Reports
Programs—Things have been going well for the first few weeks of the Playground Program.  Currently, there are 293 registered participants enjoying games, crafts, swimming and field trips.  The Teen Scavenger Hunt, the Kickball Tournament and Toddler Olympics were cancelled.  There are 52 spots reserved for the Yard Sale.  The following Mini-Camps have been cancelled—chess (2 sessions), cooking (1 for ages 8-12 and 1 for ages 6-8), and cheerleading.  The department is trying to fill remaining camps with playground participants for a reduced fee.  Monica and Debra have been working on programs for September 2005-January 2006.  These include the Halloween Carnival (partner with Goodwill Fire and Handel’s); Cookies with Santa; a Corporate Cup Challenge; a Teen Video Game Tournament; possibly a fall festival—FarmFest; and the regular assortment of classes, sport leagues and trips.

Park Repairs/Projects—Debra has a meeting with Bob Smith from Bitting Recreation next Tuesday regarding the Tot Lot at York Township Park.  The roof on the concession stand at Shryock Park is completed except for framing the two doors (new wood needed) and then painting.  The quote for work (not including painting) was $2905.  Jeff in Building Maintenance is currently getting an estimate for the Tyler Run Park Pavilion.  A pole in the first base dugout at Shryock Park came out of the cement block at the end of June.  Jeff went over and cut off the pole and squared off the block and finished it with a wood cover.  The American Legion has requested that we look at replacing the dugouts.  Debra walked the Mill Creek site with the EAC last night.  At some point, the EAC will request monies from us.  At this point, they are going to focus on donations and grants.  Other park improvements that will need to be addressed in the coming months include: Fitz Park Expansion, Tyler Run Basketball Court, Shryock Dugouts and Fence, Renovation of the Public Works Building, and the Markey Property

Lewis Rathbone with the ELA Group reviewed plans for the proposed park on the Markey Property.  Commissioner Philip Bridell also shared plans he had requested from Tom Kopf.  The Commission reviewed them both and recommended a combination of elements to ELA, which they will work on and present at the next meeting.
Old Business
Debra reported that she met with Duane Bahn and Superintendent Weinberg regarding the Dallastown School District Joint Project.  The School District would like to pursue the project with us even though we did not receive the grant from DCNR, which was to cover approximately half of the development cost.  The School District had proposed the township cover the entire cost of development of the property, which was estimated at $368,400.  The Recreation Commission agreed that they do not wish to shoulder the entire cost of development and asked Debra to further discuss with the School District what monies they could put forth for the project.

Debra discussed with the Recreation Commission the development of the Greenway/Trail System.  The first project, the Mill Creek Greenway, is a joint project with the Environmental Advisory Council.

Debra stated that she had researched some possible grants for the Dallastown American Legion to help them with renovations at Shryock Field—The Baseball Tomorrow Fund and the Cal Ripken, Sr., Foundation.  Debra is also researching concession stand agreements and is working to develop a concession stand policy and an agreement with the American Legion.  Debra has also talked with Steve Hovis, the township solicitor, regarding the contract.  

New Business 
Debra reported that she had attended DCNR Grant Workshop on June 30 in Mechanicsburg and also spoke with Cindy Dunlap, York Township’s DCNR Representative.  The Recreation Commission agreed upon applying for a Development Grant for an aspect of the Markey Park development.  The deadline is September 30, 2005.

Debra stated that she was looking at various Marketing Opportunities for the department.  She had talked with Chief Gross with the YARPD regarding the sign at the entrance to York Township Park and the possibilities of replacing that sign with a message board and moving the police sign across the street.  Debra also talked with Rob Caruso, the AD at York County Tech, regarding the school listing some events on its message board at the corner of South Queen and Pauline streets.  She will follow up on both of these prospects.  Debra also stated that she was hoping to approach some businesses regarding advertising in the newsletter to help offset the cost.  Debra did talk with Township Manager Mark Derr regarding the cost of publishing the newsletter.  It will be split between all the Township departments in 2006.
