Staff Reports
PROGRAMS


Many summer programs have been well received by the community. The Ballerina Bells are full and the 3-5 yr. Old group has a waiting list.  Spots are filling up for the two separate sessions of the Gymkids Sports program this summer.  The Red Cross Youth Preparedness class accepted 30 participants and we had to offer another class. The second class is half full.  Even though we’ve offered the Boat Safety Class in April, there were at least 10 people who signed up for the June class.  The morning fitness classes continue to retain the current participants as well as pick up 1-3 new participants.  The AARP Safe Driving Class has 9 people signed up for it.  


Our New York City trip was a great success and a lot of fun! On Friday, June 10th there will be a trip to the Crayola Factory.

Six teams have registered for Adult Co-ed Sand Volleyball League.  Registration is ongoing for Adult Tennis—6 registered so far.

 
Seven spots have been reserved for the Yard Sale in August.


The Senior Strides class will not be offered during the summer due to so many other activities in the Park Building. Those who had participated in that class are very interested in coming back in September and have requested that Monica contact them when it’s offered again.  

The Teen Basketball Tournament and Teen Camp have been cancelled due to lack of registration.  The Teen Scavenger Hunt also looks as if it will be cancelled also.  Also cancelled due to lack of registration were the Family Kickball Tournament and Toddler Olympics.


Mini Camps aren’t filling up as quickly as Monica expected, but she feels this is due to the vast amount of other camps being offered in the community.

Registration forms have been coming in for the Playground Camps. There has been more received for Leaders Heights and York Township Park than any of the others. There will be parent meetings the week of June 6th and Monica expects parents will be submitting their paperwork at that time.

PARK REPAIRS/PROJECTS
Debra indicated that she had spoken with our representative at Gametime regarding a new Tot Lot at York Township Park.  The Board had previously approved $7,000 for the playground to replace the one by the Gazebo.

Repairs for the roof on the concession stand at Shryock Field were approved at a quote of $2905.00.  The work will be done by R.A. Lindt and will include wrapping frames, windows, etc., and hanging 2 32’ white gutters with new down spouts.
The improvements at Tyler Run Park were discussed.  It was decided that Debra should contact the involved homeowners associations regarding the future plans for the park.

Old Business
Debra reported that she met with Duane Bahn and Superintendent Weinberg regarding the Dallastown School District Joint Project.  They would like to pursue the project with us even though we did not receive the grant from DCNR.  This topic was tabled until more board members were present for discussion.  

Debra discussed the York Township Greenway/Trail System that was presented in the 2002 Recreation Comprehensive Plan.  This topic was also tabled until more board members were present for discussion.

New Business 
The Dallastown American Legion have made the following requests for improvements at Shryock Field/Park:

1. Dugouts walls are cracked and the roofs leak.  The Legion would like to have them torn down and replaced.  
2. The outfield fence needs repair.  The Legion would like to sell advertising on the fences to pay for this.
3. They are requesting that the Department pay $300 to the Legion to help pay for the retired person that lines the fields.

4. The Department continues to supply 1 load of Diamond Tex.

5. The Legion would like complete use of the concession building.  I have discussed this with Scott DePoe and we both are fine with it, as long as a lease is done detailing the agreement. The Township could lease the building to the Legion for a fee, or for the type of in-kind work they currently do.

6. The Legion would like to keep soccer off of the field because they feel it is tearing up the outfield turf.  Also, people are letting their dogs do their business in the field and not cleaning up after.  They say that the soccer parents complain about the dust and noise that occurs while the Legion is trying to prepare the field.  We told him that the Township is trying to acquire land and that while it may be possible in the future, we cannot promise anything right now.

The Recreation Commission’s response to these requests were as follows—The Department would work with the Legion on the dugout/fence issue after this current season.  Debra was directed to research grant opportunites for the project.  The Commission denied the request to allow the Legion to sell advertising on the fence and to pay $300 for staff assistance.  The Department will continue to supply one load of Diamond Tex and will agree to allowing the Legion complete use of the concession building.  These agreements will be written as a contract between the American Legion and the York Township Recreation and Parks Department.  Debra was instructed to work on the contract and seek approval from the township solicitor.  There was no agreement to not use Shryock Field for soccer.  It will be used as the township sees fit.
