Park Improvements – 

Dennis Henry says the bridge at YT Park is on the list to be repaired.

The playground equipment by the gazebo will be replaced with a tot lot.  A fence will enclose it.  Other areas needing new equipment are by the Bocce Courts and the equipment at Heritage Hills Park.  We will look at doing these two locations at another time.

Debra noticed there are no bike racks at any of the parks.  She will look at getting some of these.

Debra and Monica met with someone about the possible donation of a mini golf course.  Although, they said it was really nice, they didn’t think it was right for the YT Park.  They told him we were not interested.

The old Public Works building has been vacated.  There is no cleaning service for the bathroom, but it continues to be used. (Someone removed the padlock)  The Recreation Board felt we should get a “porta-john”.

A new roof for the concession stand building at Shryock is needed and will cost about $3,000 to replace.

The Snyder Park pavilion needs completely redone.  

Debra will be working on Policies & Procedures for field use.  Right now there are no policies in place for this.

New Business 
Park Plan Property Proposal – Richard Jackson

The Recreation Board approves this proposal.

Public Works Building Renovation – Debra wanted to know if we felt it could be used for recreation purposes.  Debra felt it could be a great opportunity.  She felt there was a lot of open space in the building that could be used for numerous programs.  There is some money in the budget for this.  Scott will check with architect to see what it needs to be brought up to code.  Ron was curious what the costs would be to make the needed improvements.  It was suggested that Debra investigate this further.  Debra thought there was $100, 000 in the budget for this.

Newsletter – Debra is looking at more efficient ways of getting it out.  Debra would like to propose that we use a mailing house to send them out.  The increase in cost would be approximately $604 each time they were sent out.  The Board approved this change.

Policies & Procedures – Debra will develop a manual for the Department.

Department Vehicle – Debra wanted to know the feasibility of getting a vehicle for the Department.  The Board felt that this was a possibility for the future.
