Old Business:
Markey Park Public Hearing – The public hearing was held on Tuesday, August 30, with about 40 people attending.  There was no real concerns regarding the park design, only about the tax impact.  The plan will be presented at the Board of Commissioners meeting on September 13 for approval for it and the DCNR grant application.  There was discussion about doing Phase I in 2 sections—1) Grading and 2) Fields.  It was requested that Debra check to see if that is possible.  It was also stated that the Dallastown Soccer Club has funds pledged to the Township for soccer field development.  For the Markey Park development, the club will pledge $10,000.

Stump Property Acquisition – A meeting is being scheduled with the Stumps to finalize the details of the purchase.  They have indicated that they have other property that they want to rezone commercial.  There is the possibility of having the park zoned commercial and filing at the same time with the Stumps to help them in their attempt.  In discussing the terms with the Stumps, the Board stated that a minimum of 20 acres was needed and that the price per acre should not exceed $30,000.


Security/Key System for the York Township Park Building – The Board approved the installation of a security/key system that will allow for the interior bathroom doors to be locked at the same time as the main entry door and for the two exterior bathroom doors to lock/unlock at predetermined times.  The suggestion was to set the exterior door to open at 6 a.m. and lock at 10 p.m.  The estimate was $2975 from Choice Security Services.

New Business:
Debra addressed the issue of advertising/solicitation within the parks.  The Township has ordinances against off-premises signs, but there are signs at McWilliams Field.  The Board stated they had not given approval for the signs and they should be taken down.  They also stated that any equipment, new structure, or improvements must be approved by the Recreation Board.


Debra discussed developing trail standards for the TNDs or any developer who wishes to develop trails and then give them to the Township.  Research is being done and the recommendations for standards will be presented to the Board at a future date.


The Board granted permission to keep field liner in the storage room at the Township Park Building so that community groups would have access to it.


The Board discussed the need for a top dresser to help in maintaining the fields.  Debra will check on the matter.


The Board also discussed the possibility of raising the recreation site fees for 2006.  Comparisons will be made with other municipalities.


Debra addressed the possibility of using Tyler Run Park for a soccer field in the spring.  The Board recommended moving forward in placing programs there as determined needed by the staff/board.
