The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m.

Dean Krout, presiding, Dan Shelly, Ron Kirkwood, Nina Grove, and Debra Hatley, Recreation Director.  Visitors included Jay Dimler, York Township Baseball Club; Mary Kline, Greenway Ordinance consultant; and Chris Biddix, York Township resident.

Budget Report:
There were no March minutes to approve as there was not a quorum at the March meeting.  Budget was approved.  
Public Comments:
Chris Biddix, York Township resident, stated that he was interested in a summer program for 13 years olds since the Playground Program had an age cut-off of 12.

Response:  Debra stated that a program was being planned and more information would be available in the next newsletter.

Presentations:
Jay Dimler, York Township Baseball Club, presented a request for a waiver for the required insurance for groups using York Township facilities.


Response:  The Recreation Commission approved the York Township Baseball Club becoming a department program, and as such, would not need insurance as they would be covered under the department’s policy.  The club will pay a $5 registration fee per person this year.  The Commission stated that the fee could be increased in following years.


Staff Reports:
Debra distributed and discussed the March 2006 York Township Recreation Department Report.  (See Report)

EAC Report—Debra was out of town attending a conference and could not attend the March meeting.  No minutes were available at this time.

Old Business:
Selection of Officers and Commission Appointments—The following individuals were selected as officers for 2006—Dean Krout, President and Rebecca Shettel, Secretary.  Also, Mike Derk and Dan Shelly’s terms are set to expire on May 1, 2006.  The Recreation Commission approved to submit Mike Derk’s name to the York Township Board of Commissioners for reappointment to a 5-year term expiring on May 1, 2011.  Dan Shelly serves as a representative of the Dallastown Area School District and the Recreation Commission approved the submission of his name to the school board for approval of reappointment to a 5-year term expiring on May 1, 2011.  During this time, Nina Grove also stated her intent to resign from the Recreation Commission due to a lack of time to address the Commission’s issues.  She said that she will remain until a replacement is found.  The opening will be placed in the next newsletter.


Greenway Corridor Ordinance/Map Revisions—The Recreation Commission approved the addition of all streams as greenway corridors on the Greenway Map in the York Township Comprehensive Recreation, Parks and Greenway Plan.  It also approved the future addition of all overhead electric transmission corridors that are 100 feet for wider.  This information is currently being compiled.  The addition of the streams will be submitted as a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners for approval.


The Commission discussed the fact that, by asking for land to develop the greenway network, the revenue from the recreation site fees could go down.  The Commission understood this and gave the go-ahead for greenway development where appropriate as plans come into the Township.  Also discussed were the type of surfaces within and outside the designated corridors, user groups and trail width.  The types of surfaces will be determined later.  The user groups have been identified as walkers, bikers, snow skiers—the greenway would be closed to motorized vehicles, except for emergency purposes.  The trail width is to be 10 feet.


2005 Annual Report—There were no comments regarding the report.


Recreation Site Fee Increase—The Recreation Commission approved changing the Recreation Site Fee to $2400.

New Business:
Concession Stand Policy—A first review was held on the Concession Stand Policy.  Comments have already been received from the solicitor.  The Commission’s comments were to remove the percentage requirement for non-profits from the Fee Section.  Debra will make the changes and provide the policy for a final review in May.

Turf Management Program—Tim Poff, the acting Parks Superintendent with Public Works, had submitted a program for aggressive seeding to aid the fields with self-repair during these times of heavy use.  The Commission approved the program for 2 applications for this year for the 4 soccer fields.  After that, we’ll evaluate the program’s success and determine whether or not to continue.  The Commission also asked for a price comparison before moving forward. 


Expansion of Parking Areas in Parks—The Commission was open to the idea of expanding or creating parking in available areas at Heritage Hills Park, Tyler Run Park, Snyder Park, and York Township Park.  Debra will research the costs and what Public Works will be able to do in this process.


Resurfacing of Tennis/Basketball Courts—Debra submitted a request to go out for bids to have the courts resurfaced at Fitz Park, Snyder Park, Heritage Hills Park, Shryock Park and York Township Park, and a new basketball court built at Tyler Run Park.  The Commission stated to research the costs of this project, but to hold on Fitz Park as we will be developing new facilities on donated land adjacent to the current park.
