The trail could possibly connect to the Breckinridge 

Community.   If we do not accept the land, we could receive $264,000 in 

site fees.  Dean stated that the land could not be used for building, so he 

didn’t feel that this appropriately met the requirements.  There would be 

Homeowner’s Association that would be responsible for the maintenance 

of the land.  Jason will check the costs of putting in a trail so that we 

have a value of the work that would be done.

Old Business:
Environmental Advisory Council – There was discussion on the responsibilities of the EAC.  Dean said that he feels the EAC is responsible for environmental analysis and the Recreation Board is responsible for implementation since this could be factor regarding Recreation Site Fees.

Debra suggested we apply for a grant to do a Trail Feasibility Study.  Phil does not think it is necessary to get a professional to review some of these things in the initial stages.  He felt that interested people could do most of the work before we bring in a professional.  Debra said that a feasibility study would determine what is needed to accomplish connection of paths and determine the destinations of the paths.

Phil suggested we get a group together to develop this process and then determine how we proceed.  


Dan Shelly suggested a subcommittee be formed between the Recreation Board and the EAC to analyze greenway opportunities and environmental impact.  Dan volunteered to be on this subcommittee. Dean asked Debra to contact Fran (a resident who was interested in being on the Recreation Board) to be on this committee.  

Dan will start working on a mission statement and goals for the subcommittee.  


Stump Property – We have decided to move forward with the acquisition of the Stump Property.  This would need to be approved by the Commissioners.

Markey Park Update – The Board of Commissioners did not accept the proposal JMT put forward last month for developing a Land Development Plan.  The Board of Commissioners wants more quotes, so the scope of services will be rewritten and then sent out to various firms to get quotes.  Debra will get another quote.
