The development, previously addressed as 55 Yoe Drive, will now 




be called Harvest View.

Jason and Josh attended the meeting to discuss the recreation component of this project.  Their proposal is to provide recreation improvements with an estimated value of $61,700 and payment of a fee in-lieu-of land dedication to the Township of $197,000.  They also stated that if they go over the amount of $61,700 for the improvements, they would like credit from the payment of the fee.  Dan Shelly suggested capping any additional costs to a certain dollar amount.  Jason said that this would be acceptable.

The timeline for the project was discussed.  The trail would be completed the first year.

The Recreation Board was asked if we would consider waiving a certain amount of the required recreation fee.  After some discussion, Michael Derk made a motion to allow a reduction in the Recreation Fee of $225 per lot if the walking trail is complete within the first year of construction.  Dan Shelly seconded the motion.  All approved.

After some additional discussion, Michael Derk made a motion to add an amendment to the previous motion. The first year of construction is defined as follows:  begins when the first building permit is issued.  Dan Shelly seconded the motion.  All approved.
Staff Reports:
Debra distributed her November 2006 monthly report.
Park Repairs – There are heating/ air conditioning problems at the park building.  Debra is having someone check this out, but feels that the units may need replaced in the near future.

EAC is working on getting permits for two remaining bridges that need to be done at Mill Creek.
Old Business:
Fitz Park – Debra was told that they have five years to complete the project.  She was also told that the lot should be cleared out by summer.  There will probably be one field there.  Debra will request a property walk in May of 2007 before the township accepts the property.


Stump Park/ Markey Park – Debra distributed progress reports on work being done at both of these parks.

New Business:
Debra discussed some of her ideas for 2007.  

June Jamboree – This would be a large community event to be held every year over Father’s Day weekend.  This could include the following:

Policeman/fireman softball game, fireworks, craft fair, carnival games.  

She asked that the Board think about whether or not this is an event that we should charge an admission fee.  We would look at running a shuttle bus from Vo-Tech.  If anyone else has any suggestions for this event, please email Debra.

Bus Trips – Monica changed some of the trips and she will be adding some dinner theater trips.

Christmas in York Township – Debra will be working with the businesses in the Community on this project.  She will be contacting all 800 of them and asking if they would contribute $100 a year.  She would treat this somewhat like a “mini” Chamber.  Their names would be listed on a website.  The money would be used to provide Christmas Decorations, etc. for the streets of York Township.


Jim suggested the Golf Tournament be moved to a Saturday.  Debra said she had eight teams and was concerned that she would lose teams if she had it on a weekend.

National Playground Safety Institute – Debra will be attending this in Maryland.  She will get her Playground Safety Inspector Certification.
Phil Bridell stated that he had a meeting with the School Board and they are still interested in working with us on some practice fields.  Previously, when this project was brought up, it was turned down by the Commissioners.  The School Board is now saying they are willing to pay half of the project.  The School Board feels that they are doing us a favor by giving us good deals on using their facilities.  Debra stated there are other groups that get the same prices we do.
