Deanna Miller, Dallastown Soccer Club

Deanna Miller distributed a proposal to Board Members.  (See proposal)  The proposal had to do with field maintenance.  The Dallastown Soccer Club is willing to do maintenance to two of the soccer fields for an entire year with exception of mowing the grass.  Debra stated that she has a policy that she would like to put in place that would make all groups accountable for some field maintenance.  “Maintenance” would need to de defined to state the specifics.  




Debra also stated that all player information would need to be submitted 




prior to the meeting.  Teams with 60% or more Township residents




would have priority to the fields.  




Debra will send out a letter asking groups to submit their information.  




She will designate the fields and the information will be given out at the 




meeting.




Debra distributed and reviewed the Facility Allocation Policy.  Groups




would no longer have access to York Township equipment.  They would 




be responsible for providing their own equipment.  Debra stated she may 


have an area where some things could be stored.

representatives at the meeting.  Changes can be negotiated at that time.

Staff Reports:
Debra distributed and discussed her January 2006 York Township Recreation and Parks Report.  (See Report)

Debra distributed some information/ proposal from Mary Kline, Landscape Architect. (See Proposal)  The Township is now looking at the possibility of a Greenway Corridor Ordinance.

Old Business:
Stump Property Acquisition – The Sales Agreement has been revised.  The Stumps would still like us to go the eminent domain/ condemnation route because this gives them more options.  Dean said he thought this has been done in the past, based on some comments from the Township Manager, when meeting with the Stumps.  Phil Bridell did not feel the Township Commissioners would approve this.  He felt we could get the land for an additional $1,000 an acre.  

Proposed Field at Dallastown High School – Duane Bahn will do a final draft and submit to the Recreation Board.  Phil said this may not be approved by the Commissioners.  Debra felt that since it was in the 2006 Budget, that it was already approved.  Phil said this is not the case.  Dean suggested we get the information from Duane and submit it to the Commissioners.  

Phil suggested the Recreation Board meet with the Commissioners to discuss various areas of importance.  Debra will set this up and come up with an agenda.   


Proposed Park Projects – Debra distributed a list of some proposed park projects.  Debra will check on prices and get back to us.

Environmental Advisory Council Update – There was a meeting on January 18, 2006.  They are moving forward with the trail at Mill Creek.  Boy Scout Troop 43 will have some Eagle Scout projects for the trails.  This group will still develop trails.  Debra will discuss trail size and width with the group.  They are moving forward to get some professional specifications.

Definition of Solicitation for Parks – Steve Hovis is still reviewing this.  As of now, no advertising unless preapproved by the Recreation Board.
New Business:
Recreation Site Fees – Debra distributed the 2006 Comparison of Area Development Fees.  She also included a Basis for Proposed Recreation Site Fee Increase.  The population of York Township is expected to increase by 10,000 by 2025.  Based on the increase in population, we should be increasing the amount of park land.  

Spring Field Reservation Meeting – A letter will go out indicating the changes.

2006 Goals – Debra distributed an updated list of her 2006 goals for the Recreation Department.  (See list)

Recreation Intern – Zach Manifold is doing an internship with the Recreation Department.  The main focus of his internship will be marketing.  One of the things he will be doing is working on the website to make it more visual.
