Old Business:
Greenway Ordinance Revisions – The Recreation Board had no further comments regarding the revisions.  

Stump Park – Debra provided an update on Stump Park and the Phase 1 Archaeological Survey.  Mr. Kent, the surveyor, has completed the survey and submitted a report to the Pennsylvania Historical and Museum Commission Bureau for Historic Preservation.  An archaeological site approximately 1.5 acres in size was found on the property.  Mr. Kent’s recommendation in his report was to avoid the site during development.  The state agency may agree with Mr. Kent’s recommendation or state that a Phase 2 Survey is needed.  The department is awaiting a reply to the report.
Recreation Fee Increase – The recreation fee increase has been approved and should take effect immediately.  The fee was increased to $2400 per unit.
New Business:
Recommendation for Open Recreation Seat – Interviews for the open Recreation Board seat were held Tuesday, June 27, 2006.  The Board of Commissioners will be asked at its July meeting to appoint Jim O’Neill to the Recreation Board.

Markey Park Land Development Plan – Susan Sprague and Daniel Stasko presented a quote for this service.  After discussion, it was approved and will be presented to the Board of Commissioners at its July meeting for final approval.

Recreation Front Office – The Recreation Board approved plans for a front conference room to be modified to serve as a front office for the Recreation Department.  The plan will be presented to the Board of Commissioners at its July meeting for final approval.

Credit Card for Department – The Recreation Board approved a request from Debra Hatley for a credit card for the department to aid in the payment of services for programs such as the Playground and Volunteens Programs.  The request will be presented to the Board of Commissioners at its July meeting for final approval.

NRPA Conference – The Recreation Board approved a request from Debra for her to attend the 2006 NRPA Conference in Seattle in October.
