Programs
· Summer Sports Camps—We had our first UK Soccer Camp the week of June 19th and we had 12 children for the Recreation Camp and 9 children for the Nipper Camp. The children enjoyed learning new drills and competing against their coaches & parents on their awards day.                  

· Summer Playground Camp—I am proud to say we have had a great response to our summer playground program enabling us to close registration for all the playgrounds. The children and counselors seem to be enjoying the activities, presenters and fieldtrips. Parents who have spoken to me have complimented the program and have mentioned their children are very excited to go to camp and look forward to the fieldtrips.  The final numbers for registration are: York Township Park – 84, Snyder Park – 62, Heritage Hills- 33, Lion’s Park – 38

· Animal Awareness For Children—On Saturday, June 24th, we had 5 children learn how to approach an animal and ask questions. The children and their parents were pleased with the information they learned from this program and were also excited to pet the dogs, Jake & Triton.
· Trips—On Friday, June 9th, we had 45 parents & children enjoy a day at the Crayola Factory and take a ride on a canal barge. This trip is not only REALLY fun because you get to draw on the floor and walls of the Crayola Factory, but the canal barge ride is so very interesting, it’s fun and educational. This is a must do trip and we will offer it again next year.
· Summer Concert—On Sunday, June 25th, The Dave Wilson Jazz Quartet gave a great performance!  I only wish we had more people in the audience. Due to the rain, we had to move the concert inside and we only had 15 people attend. All those attending expressed their enjoyment, but also felt bad we did not get more to attend.

· Boat Safety Class—On Saturday, June 3rd, we had 29 people attend this class. This class also had a waiting list of 11 people. The instructor was available to do another class so we offered it again on Saturday, June 17th with 10 people attending.
· Spring Bocce League—We had 4 teams and 16 people on this league and 8 of the participants played in the York County Senior Bocce Games. This league has a variety of ages and all levels of experience. Everyone has enjoyed playing Bocce so much each team has registered for the Summer Bocce League beginning Wednesday, July 12th.
· York County Senior Games—On Wednesday, June 21st, we hosted the Senior Bocce Games. There were 42 participants ages 50 yrs. old to 85+ yrs. old. The day started at 9am having the 70-85+ group play and then at 2pm the 50-69 age group finished. Last year this event was held in the afternoon, but due to it’s popularity it was necessary to make it an all day event. 

· Summer Volunteen Program—This program is going very well and the parents are happy that something is being offered for their youths ages 13-15.  We had 5 youth the first week and 8 the second week.  So far, the teens have completed a park project for the department and have volunteered at a horse farm for injured horses in Jacobus.  The program will not be held the week of July 4, and will resume July 10.

· Bathroom Enclosed—The department has received complaints from residents living near Tyler Run Park about the portable toilet.  They feel that it is unsightly.  Public Works has completed a 3-sided trellis structure to surround the toilet.  Once the pavilion is completed there, the toilet may be moved to an area where it is not as noticeable by the residents.  We do want to keep it near the road/parking lot so the service truck will not have to drive on the grass to empty it.
