Programs
· The Free Friday Night Flicks series begins on June 9 at York Township Park.  We have received the front/rear projection screen and that has been put on the frame.  We have confirmed Sweet Willows for the series and the pony rides for the first night’s movie, Madagascar.

· The Dallastown Area Tennis League currently has 14 players registered.  This is up from 9 in 2005.

· The Coed Sand Volleyball League will begin play on June 15.  We have a full league this summer, with 8 teams registered.

· We have started selling the Discount Tickets for the summer.  We have tickets for Dorney Park, Dutch Wonderland, Hersheypark, and Six Flags America in Maryland.  We are still waiting on tickets for the Baltimore Aquarium, Knoebels Amusement Park and the Pennsylvania Renaissance Faire.  PRPS has said that they would fill these orders as soon as they receive tickets from the destinations.

· The York Township Youth Council has scheduled its first event.  The YTYC will sell discounted tickets for a Rocking Skate night at the York City Ice Arena on Friday, June 16.  Tickets will be available only at the Township Office.  The event is for youth in grades 6-9.  The YTYC will also sponsor some of the giveaways that the Ice Arena will do throughout the evening to build awareness about the YTYC.  We are also working on a Pool Party for July.
· Registrations are still coming in for the upcoming Summer Sports Camps.
