FEBRUARY 2006 YORK TOWNSHIP RECREATION AND PARKS REPORT

· Monica has done a great job preparing summer camps and we will offer several sport specific camps throughout the summer. There will be 3 UK Soccer camps consisting of a Recreation Camp for ages 7-14, a Nipper Camp for 5 & 6 year olds and a Goalkeeper Camp for 8-14 year olds.  We are considering offering 2 Spirit Unlimited Cheerleading camps for ages 5-17 years old and will know for sure once their contract meets our requirements. There will be 2 Golf Camps held at Heritage Hills Golf Resort for ages 7–11 years old. We will also offer 2 Basketball Camps with the expertise from Dallastown School’s coaching staff.

· A Spring Art class is being offered in March using Modeling Clay and we’re receiving a good response.  The Boat Safety Class has 11 people signed up and the Babysitter’s Class has 12 children signed up. 

· Stephanie Capkovic from Bella Vista Training Center will offer two programs pertaining to pets. There will be a Saturday seminar on teaching children how to approach dogs and what preventative measures they should take. There will also be a 5- week Puppy Pre-school program for owners with puppies 6 months old or younger.

· Girls’ Softball Registrations were held on Saturday, February 25th and we had a great response. We had 115 girls register and we are accepting registrations until March 15th. Currently it looks as if we will have one 7U team, three 10U teams, two 12U teams, two 14U teams, and one 16U team.

· We will offer two Gymkid Sports classes this summer.  One will be Wednesday mornings from 9:45am-10:30am in July and Tuesday evenings from 6:15pm-7:30pm in August.

· The Easter Egg Hunt will be Saturday, April 8th at 1:00pm. The filled plastic eggs have arrived and candy has been ordered. The York Township Lion’s Club will again assist with this event.

· We’ve had a good response to the upcoming Trips, especially the Crayola Factory trip. A few new trips that might be of interest to the community would be the U.S.S. New Jersey Tour and show and the New York City Movie/TV Tour. 

· The Department will not hold the Women’s 35 and Over Soccer League due to lack of interest.

· Plans for the Farm Fest special event have been put on hold so that more planning can be done to ensure a great event.
