Old Business:
Halloween Carnival – This was very well attended with 152 children paying to attend.  Debra thanked the Board Members who helped out with this event.

Debra shared some photos of the completed pavilion at Tyler Run Park.


Environmental Advisory Council – Attended a workshop at Nixon Park about Army Corps projects.  


Budget Update – There was a budget workshop with the Board of Commissioners.  The Commissioners debated some things in the Capital Budget, but overall, Debra felt it was a positive meeting.  The position of Administrative Assistant for Recreation was approved as a reassignment of an existing position, not the creation of a new position.  The position would go full-time on November 6, 2006.  The Parks Maintenance Foreman was not approved.  The Board of Commissioners felt that a full-time position was not needed at this point.


Fitz Park Land Update – Debra looked at the property.  She was told that we probably don’t want the land at this time because they are still in the process of building, so the area is a mess.  She stated that we do not want to be responsible for clean up.  It is not in condition for us to take.  Rich questioned when it would be ready.  What is the time frame?  Debra said she will look into this.
New Business:
2007 Fee Schedule – There will be some possible changes regarding pavilion rentals.  The present costs are $40 for a four-hour block for non-residents and no charge for residents.  The proposal is $20 for residents for a four-hour block and continue with the $40 cost for non-residents.  Members of the Recreation Board felt this was reasonable.

Community Maintenance Storage – There was discussion on storage.  Various options were discussed.  There was a proposal to build a facility at the park for equipment.  The possibility of asking groups to contribute money was also discussed.

Fields – We are looking at closing Soccer 4 next year.  It is in bad shape and needs to be brought back up.  We will be moving those games to Soccer 2.  Debra is concerned about people parking in the grass. 


Debra will take some time to look at the fields.  Some fields will be “mow & go”.  Others will require more maintenance.  Debra will categorize the fields.


Field Usage Fees – Dan suggested we change the non-resident fee for use of the fields.


Dan (speaking on behalf of the Soccer Club) said they would like lights on the field.


Heritage Hills Park – Dan suggested selling the Park.  There is a TND planned for Heritage Hills areas.  Debra and other members of the Board stated the park does get used.
