Public Comments: 
Seth Haffner and Andrew Mears – JMT
The Board was informed that the cost estimates for Phase 1 of the Markey Park project are higher than expected.  It is a sloping site which would require a lot of grading. 

Debra suggested that we could make this a passive recreation area which would eliminate some of the additional work.  Other options could include the following: pavilions, skate park, dog park, spray park, and large playground.

Debra said another option would be to make the one field smaller.  This would eliminate the need for two of the retaining walls.  ($150,000 - $200,000)

Ron stated that he did not feel that this was worth the amount of money that it would cost.   Rich agreed.

Debra stated that she feels we need to look at the passive areas.  It is something we currently don’t have.

Andrew Mears – JMT will look at some options.  He will be looking at:

1. 1 Large Pavilion – (75 person capacity)

2. 2 Smaller Pavilions

3. Pad for a Playground

4. Area available for restrooms/ concessions

5. Trail

6. Frisbee Golf 

Staff Reports:
Debra distributed her March 2007 monthly report. (See Report)

EAC – They have $19,000 left in their budget.  They are planning to use this money to complete as much of the trail system as possible.  This would include a parking lot.

Stump Park – Debra reported that we are moving forward with this project.  The Commissioners will be discussing this at their next meeting.
Debra reported that Michael Attig has been hired as a foreman for the Recreation Department.  He will be starting April 16.

June Jamboree – Debra shared the proposed schedule for the June Jamboree.  It will be held on Saturday, June 16 from 12 noon – 9:30 p.m.

Old Business:
Ma & Pa Railroad – Debra reported that seven municipalities are involved in this project.  Chanceford Township is the latest to come on board.  Debra will be applying for an $85,000 grant from DCNR.   She will also be applying for a $20,000 York County grant.   “Ma & Pa Community Greenway” is the name that has been given to this project.

New Business:
Debra asked the Commission’s opinion on starting swim lessons.  Monica is checking into using the pool at Country Meadows or OSS to provide swimming lessons.  She will check on costs, availability of pool, etc.
Ron suggested that we come up with some way to honor Dale Dalton for all that he has done for York Township Parks and Recreation.  Ron suggested we name the Tyler Run Park after him.  This park is very close to his home.  Board Members thought this was a good idea.  Debra will check with the Commissioners as to what it would take to change the name of this Park.
