Peter Cucchiara – Bocce Courts

Jay Dimler - York Township Baseball

Jay distributed a list of needed improvements.

Some of the improvements will be taken care of by members of the York Township Baseball Team.  Debra said that the Recreation Department will take care of repairing the dugout roofs.  The Recreation Department will also replace the helmet and bat racks.

Jay asked for $1200 from the Township to be used for the team for the 2007 season.  This is mostly to be used for uniforms.  Michael Derk made a motion to approve the $1200 and Ron Kirkwood seconded the motion.  This was approved by the Recreation Board.

Susan Sprague, Project Manager and Seth Haffner – JMT

They reviewed Markey Park Sketch Plan 3.  This plan would require power lines to be raised eight feet which would cost approximately $100,000.  This would allow parking underneath them.  

Seth shared an alteration to Plan 3. (To be called Plan 4)  This plan would work and we would not have to worry about the power lines.  There would be a need for containment walls.  Michael Derk suggested we continue with this plan.  Board members were in agreement with this.   

Staff Reports:
Debra distributed her February 2007 monthly report. (See Report)

EAC – They are realizing that many of their efforts are related to storm water issues.  They are also still working on getting permits for the bridges.  

Stump Park – The Boundary Survey has been completed.  Debra distributed plans for the Board to review.  The park still needs to be approved by the National Park Service.
