Programs
· Several of our newer programs did not receive the interest that was expected. The Kindermusic program had 3 children registered when we needed a minimum of 5.  Since there is a second session being offered, those 3 children have requested to be registered for the next session.

· The Nutrition and Life Management class did not receive any interest.  Monica believes this may have been due to the cost.  She would like to offer this class again, but have the instructor present it in a one or two class seminar.  She has discussed this idea with the instructor and she agrees.

· Our Skin Care & Color Class for 6-9th grade girls did not have enough registered and the class had to be cancelled. This class was offered during the school’s mid-winter break and may be the reason there wasn’t enough interest.

· The Pee-Wee Soccer program has been quite a success.  The program began February 3 and there are 22 children ages 3-5 years old in the first class from 8:00 a.m. – 8:45 a.m. and 21 children ages 3-5 years old in the second class from 10:30 a.m. – 11:15 a.m.  Several of the children were in the Fall classes and were very happy to come back again. This program ends March 3 and several parents have asked when the next class will be offered. 

· The Senior Stretch class began Tuesday, February 6 and the participants have expressed how much they are enjoying the class.

· Girls Softball sign ups were held on Saturday, February 17 from 10:00 a.m.-2:00 p.m.  Prior to sign ups, the department received 40 registrations by mail and on the day of sign ups, 49 girls registered.
· The Department has received 3 quotes for the fireworks show for the June Jamboree.  Debra will review them and make a recommendation at the meeting.
