EAC – There was a representative from the Pennsylvania Environmental Council at their last meeting.  Information was given as to what other groups are doing.    At the present time, the EAC is working on the following: storm water, trail, and the trail parking lot.

Old Business:
Stump Park – We will hopefully take possession of the land by the end of the year.  There is a $20,000 additional cost which will be taken out of the Recreation budget for added land.

Markey Park – Debra met with representatives from JMT about the sketch plan.  The budget estimate for Phase I of Markey Park would be in excess of $600,000.  The plan does not include everything that we would need for this phase to be complete.


Markey Park - Debra shared some possible options for playground equipment.


June Jamboree – Information about the June Jamboree will be in the next newsletter.  There will be music, food vendors, fireworks, Homerun Derby, Punt, Pass, and Kick, inflatables and more.  Board members are needed to assist with the day’s events.

Park Renaming – At the last meeting we discussed the possibility of naming a park in honor of a Township resident.  Debra said that the renaming of a park would need to be approved by the Commissioners.  They have denied such requests in the past.  This will be discussed more in depth in the future.

New Business:
Debra shared some information about a Registration/ Recreation Website Service.  The costs would be as follows:

Website Fee - $995


Yearly Management Fee - $995


Domain Name - $250


The cost would be $2,240 per year for this service.  Michael Derk made a motion that the service be purchased from myrecdept.com.  Rich Achtzehn seconded the motion.  All approved.


Trolley Line – Debra reported that a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment and Limited Phase II Environmental Site Assessment had been completed by Buchart Horn.  The results were discussed with the members.  Debra will contact the Army Corps of Engineers for additional information.  Dean encouraged Debra and the Board to keep this moving as much as we are able so we can get this accomplished this year.
