Programs
· The York Township Girls Softball League—There are a total of 124 girls playing softball this year.

· Senior Egg Hunt—On Wednesday, April 4, the Recreation Department partnered with Country Meadows Assistant Living Facility and had an egg hunt for seniors 60 years of age and older.  This event went very well and there were 70 participants.  Those who participated were able to make their own basket and collect filled plastic eggs.  The baskets used were pint size berry baskets donated by KenMar Farms and Brown’s Market.  Country Meadows purchased the filled plastic eggs. 

· Teen Egg Hunt—On Saturday, April 7, the York Township Youth Council had its first Flashlight Egg Hunt.  This event had a tremendous turnout of 145 children ages 11-16 years old and parents. Everyone was very excited about this event and enjoyed it very much!

· Boater Safety Class—On Saturday, April 7, the Coastguard Auxiliary had 21 participants eager to learn information about safely operating a personal water craft.  Upon successful completion of a multiple choice exam, each participant receives a certificate.

· Red Cross Babysitter Class—On Saturday, April 14, the American Red Cross staff had 12 children ages 11-13 years old participate.  This class has a maximum of 12 participants and met that quota. This class also had 5 people on a waiting list. Those on the waiting list were referred to the Red Cross facility for upcoming classes.
