DISCUSSION ITEMS  
Pool Partnership Direction – This may not be feasible due to budget constraints. Debra said this would be best presented to the Commissioners by a member of the Recreation Board.  Additional discussion followed and it was decided that it would be in our best interest to hold off with this until the Comprehensive Plan is completed in 2012.  A township resident did initiate a petition that was signed by 1000 residents indicating the need for a pool. 
Comprehensive Plan Update – Debra will work on getting a quote.  The pool and Greenway & Trail System would be addressed in the Comprehensive Plan.  Debra will use Recreation Site Fee money for this at a cost of approximately $50,000.  
2012 Capital Projects/ Operating Budget – Debra presented a draft of the 2012 budget.  She said there are few changes in the budget.

Program Evaluations – There are not enough registered for the Recreational League Volleyball.  Attendance at pick-up basketball varies from week to week.  Eric suggested we raise the cost from two dollars to three dollars for residents and three dollars to four dollars for non-residents.  The Board thought this was a good idea.  Pick-up volleyball attendance also varies from week to week.  Jim suggested that we alert those attending that we need more participants to keep the program going.  Possibly, they would be able to encourage others to attend.

Fall Fun Fest – Debra asked for volunteers to help with this event.  Joseph Hackett said he would be able to help.  

Storm Flooding Updates – Snyder Park was not good.  There was lots of damage.  It is now safe, but not playable.

Playground Equipment – Debra got some prices for playground equipment.  She says there is money in the budget for this.  Recreation Board approves.  Debra will take to the Board of Commissioners for their approval.
