We would like to request a motion to appoint Scott Dolla to the EAC as a replacement for Mr. William Adams.  Mr. Adams was originally appointed to the council but he has not been able to attended any of the meetings.

We’ve received a final proposal from Hively Landscapes to landscape the front of the building and to incorporate the bricks from the 250th Anniversary.  I’ll display the plan for the Board at Tuesday’s meeting.  It would include relocating the existing dogwood trees that are in front of the building at this time, constructing a “stamped” concrete walkway including benches and incorporating the bricks around the bench areas.  The total cost of the project is $13,706 however, a portion of the work could be completed in-house and/or through various contractors.

Yoe Borough Council would like to meet with one of the Commissioners and Dennis Henry to discuss storm water runoff, maintenance of the detention ponds and traffic concerns.  Who from the Board would like to volunteer to attend the meeting and could I get some possible dates for the meeting to take place.

We’ve received the proposed contract from Hemler Animal Control Service for 2006.  The cost proposal is $775 per month.  We are currently paying $715 per month for the service.   I would recommend approval of the contract for 2006.

The York Area Council of Governments meeting is sponsoring a dinner meeting for all member municipalities on Thursday, September 29th.  The invitation is extended to all Commissioners, Managers and Secretaries along with a guest.  The meeting will be held at the Red Lion Community Building, 190 S. Charles St. in Red Lion.  Please let me know if you plan to attend by September 8th so that I can RSVP.

I plan to be out of the office the week of August 15th to once again hike Mt. Katahdin in Maine.  Anyone that’s interested is welcome to come along!

Department of Public Works – July 2005 Report 

I. Highway – 2005 paving preparation continues with; trimming trees, cleaning and grading shoulders on Blymire, Aldinger, S. Park St., S Pleasant Ave. ext. and Coventry Rd. Miscellaneous storm water work was completed on Ridley Dr., Aldinger Dr., Scott Rd., S. Pleasant Ave. ext.,  Blymire Rd., S. Park St. and Oak Rd.  Post paving work on Coventry Rd. included cutting swale, topsoil , seeding  and mulch paving edges. Hauled 150 loads of topsoil from Yorktowne Medical to stockpile at municipal facility for future use. The area of Yoe Drive where the concrete curbs were installed was widened, paved and top soiled. Various work was also done on the Dairyland, Chambers Rd., Clearview Way and Allegheny Dr. retention ponds.  In addition to the above, routine work such as street sweeping, roadside mowing, miscellaneous pothole patching, sign maintenance and the first Saturday of the month on site brush recycling took place.

II. Recreation -  Ground maintenance activities (mowing, fertilizing, weeding, trimming, drainage, etc.)  at all Township owned facilities including the new municipal complex.  Field preparation as required. The last week in July the Keystone Games held their baseball and lacrosse games at York Township Park. This required some extra attention from our recreation maintenance personnel to help maintain the fields and keep buildings cleaned.  

III. Sanitary Sewer –  Routine pump station and pipe maintenance (including prep work for the upcoming paving);  mowing (including the contracted work associated with the Township owned storm water ponds);  PA One calls;  Motor # 1 at Honey Valley pump station was sent to Motor Tech on July 5th and repaired. P/S back to normal on July 8th .The vegetation was removed from around the HVPS, a new fence was installed and the area was repaved. All sewer ROW’s were mowed and the Manholes located at the new Township Park (Markey Property). Repaired a sidewalk at Victorian Villas nursing home as a courtesy to a safety issue. This involved a storm water issue that PennDOT refused to address.

IV. Development Inspections –  Chanticleer; Hunt Club;  Stone Hill;  Biscayne Woods; CVS; Carriage Crossing and York Vo-Tech.  Consultant fees have been  passed on to the appropriate development.   Please note that the consultant inspector has been relieved of his duties effective August 1st.  Public Works will resume this task.

V. Miscellaneous:  

1. Received evaluation and feasibility study of old public works building.  Please refer to the attached letter and drawing for reference.

2. The Unimog has made its way into the United States.  It is being transported to Alabama to have the sweeper installed.  Next stop  will be York Township.  Hopefully by the end of August.

3. Met with Solicitor Hovis to come up with a draft ordinance for keeping trees and other obstructions from protruding the cart way.  Contrary to the news media, the ordinance does not intend to prohibit children from playing basketball on the street.

4. The sign thanking the Isaac Walton league for their efforts on keeping South Pleasant Avenue clean is on order.  Please advise as to specific location for installation.

5. The path between the two cornfields on the former Markey tract has been completed.

6. Public Works has inspected the following roads and recommends they be adopted:  in Chestnut Ridge - Twin Lane, Donlenik Dr., Bellaire Dr., Eldorado Dr., Penn Blvd., between Allegheny and Leader Heights - Course Rd., in Blossum Hill - Harvest Dr., Butterfly Circle, Bartlett Dr., in Spangler Meadows - Ashleigh Dr., Farefield Ct., Kreidler Ave., and Brighkin Dr.  Please note that there may be legal issues with those streets in Spangler Meadows, which I would defer to the Solicitor for explanation.  Also note,  that Majestic Circle in Honey Valley estates, although proposed for adoption, remains incomplete.

7. Request the Board sign the amended winter maintenance agreement with PA Department of Transportation.  The reimbursement rate has increased 10% over last year.
