September 2005 Department of Public Works Monthly Report 
All information contained in this report is for information only.  The contents reflect a sampling of activities for the month of September.  No official action is being requested of The Board of Commissioners.
1. BEACH HOUSE:  The Township formally took possession of the property the last day of August.  The former tenant left an enormous amount of debris behind.  Public Works removed trees and emptied the house of potentially valuable assets which were subsequently turned over to Theresa Redifer for sale.  Utilities were  disconnected.  Demolition tentatively scheduled for the first week in October.

2. HESS FARM RD:  Removed a large section of cable guard rail and replaced with modern up to date guide rail.

3. INFRATECH INDUSTRIES:  Televised, inspected, tested, and made repairs to the sanitary sewer system.  To date  14,420 lf of clay pipe (2372 joints) have been checked.  344 joints that were found to be defective were repaired utilizing grout injection.  It is estimated that +- 81,000 gpd of infiltration will be removed from the system.

4. ALLEGHENY DRIVE STORM WATER POND:  The Township owned facility was dredged, re-graded, and re-seeded in an effort to control erosion and flooding at the bottom of Allegheny Drive. 

5. 2005 STREET PAVING:  All work is complete including all post paving (shoulder and lawn restoration).   Final costs were slightly over estimate, however the numbers were under budget.

6. TYLER RUN - INTERCEPTOR G PROJECT:  Construction is underway on the Interceptor G portion of the sanitary sewer replacement project.  This work is taking place between Franklin Street and Frederick Drive.

7. SOCCER FIELD TWO:  Removed this field from service.  Re-graded, re-shaped , and re-seeded.

8. FAIRFAX DRIVE:  Set new inlet, removed and replaced +- 80 lf of pipe, including a new headwall at Imperial Dr.

9. PULASKI PLACE:  Set new inlet, and installed +- 40 lf of new pipe to improve drainage near Franklin Square.

10. CIDER RIDGE STORM WATER BASIN:  Conducted a pre acceptance walk thru inspection.  Developed punchlist.

11. SUSAN DRIVE:  Replaced two old style block inlets (complete failure) with modern precast structures.

12. LINE PAINTING:  Re- stripped all applicable Township Roads (including recently paved streets).  Established a center turn lane on St. Charles Way from Queen St. to Dew Drop Rd.  (developer fees covered costs).

13. MUNICIPAL COMPLEX STORM WATER BASIN:  Constructing a concrete flow channel from the inlet structure to the release structure.  Developer (Glen Rexroth) will re-grade as per the agreement for him utilizing the facility.

14. UNION STREET:  Widened and paved by Dallastown Boro.  Construction costs shared proportionately (municipal boundary is centerline).  An agreement to transfer perpetual maintenance to Dallastown will be prepared.

15. PUMP STATION EVALUATION REPORT:  Buchart-Horn has completed the final report.  Attached for reference is an excerpt (executive summary).  Please note the Honey Valley and Marlborough stations are recommended for replacement.  In the process of obtaining a detailed cost estimate.

16. UNIMOG:  Delivery expected the 2nd week of October.  Expect to have on display prior to the B.O.C. meeting.
