Rezoning of the Myers and Grove/Godfrey properties.

With regard to the Grove Godfrey property request for rezoning, we report to the Board of Commissioners as follows regarding the request for compliance with the objectives of the Comprehensive Plan, public necessity, convenience and general welfare. With regard to the objectives of the Comprehensive Plan, that the Comprehensive Plan identifies the Grove/Godfrey properties as opportunity site for commercial/industrial office use. (Page 52 of the Comprehensive Plan).
With regard to public necessity, York Township has less than 5 percent of property zoned for commercial use.  Commercial use on or in close 
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proximity to major highways is necessary for the well-being of York Township residents, allowing convenience to shopping.  Commercial zoning also adds to a tax base with less draw of municipal services.

Convenience - the property is located adjacent to Queen Street, a principal artery in close proximity to interstate I-83.

General welfare - property as currently zoned could generate approximately 654 dwelling units with added cost to schools and infrastructure of York Township.  The rezoning to Commercial-Shopping and Office-Professional as requested will allow for infrastructure cost while adding to tax revenues. The additional Commercial-Shopping area would be contiguous with property currently zoned Commercial-Shopping.

With regard to the Myers property, currently zoned as RM3 rezoned to Commercial-Shopping.  With regard to the objectives of the Comprehensive Plan, the Comprehensive Plan identifies village overly zoning as mixed residential, commercial, office, institutional and open space uses.  The property is located in this area.

Public necessity - York Township has less than 5 percent of property zoned for commercial use.  Commercial zoning on or in close proximity to major highways is necessary for the well being of York Township residents allowing convenience to shopping and other services.
Convenience - this property is located on Leaders Heights Road, a minor arterial road near Queen Street, a principal artery, and in close proximity to interstate I-83 conducive for Commercial-Shopping zoning.
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General Welfare - continuation of the Commercial-Shopping zone to include the Myers property while establishing adequate buffers zones with residential property to the west of Myers property appears to be the best use of property currently used as a commercial tree farm.  The additional Commercial-Shopping area would be contiguous with property currently zoned Commercial-Shopping.
