 Ron Kirkwood attended the December meeting. His name was inadvertently left off the minutes for that meeting.

David Farrand and Bob Parkinson of the Keystone State Games and Scott DePoe of York Township Public Works.

Mr. Farrand & Mr. Parkinson asked for the use of York Township Park for baseball and girls= lacrosse competition during the games, which take place July 26-31.  The games are in York County for the next three years.  They will take place at 40 venues.  The female lacrosse competition will take place for two days, with six to eight teams. Two fields are required. Equipment will be provided. Some field lining might have to be provided by the township.

Baseball will take place for six days. Two games will be played Tuesday, four Wednesday, two Friday, four Saturday and two Sunday.  A showcase for scouts and college coaches will take place Thursday.

The Keystone State Games will pay any related costs, though they prefer rent-free.   The York Township baseball club has offered to run the concession stand Thursday through Sunday.  The township is responsible to line and groom the field.  Scott DePoe and his crew from Public Works will assist as needed. If bleachers are needed Scott said his crew will bring them over to the township park from Shryrock Park. It was also suggested by Rich to notify the police of this event so that they would be aware of all the out-of-towners unfamiliar with the area. Everyone agreed that hosting the Games would be a great opportunity.

Scott Depoe discussed what he had said to Craig and Carl on Nov.10 about the change in departments and how it would not affect their pay or titles. He met with them again on Dec.7 and assured them their primary responsibilities would remain the same. There was a discussion about this matter and how it was relayed to Dale.  

Monica was interested in offering a program to parents of special-needs children. This program would allow parents and their children to meet once or twice a month at the park building at no charge. The board thought this was a good idea and Monica would put it in the newsletter.  Michael Dirk recommended contacting Lydia Schnetzka at York Township Elementary School. She is the district=s director of special education.

Monica discussed the Easter Egg Hunt and it was decided the date would be Saturday March 26. She also mentioned Ed Anderson from the York Township Lion=s Club said that his organization would be willing to help out with this year=s Easter Egg Hunt.

Jack Badders, who opens and closed the Park Building, is having an operation. Monica wanted to know if it would be possible to hire someone to replace him. In the meantime Carl & Craig would help out as needed. It was also mentioned that Mark Derr said at one time that a keyless entry was going to be set up.

Nina mentioned there was a need for family representatives for input from each playground.  Monica said she would put a camp playground survey in the newsletter as well as recruit parents for a Playground Camp Committee.

  Nina also mentioned there is a need for more things for teens to do and that maybe an advisory group would be a good idea.  Michael Dirk mentioned there was an organization called, Communities That Care that is geared to teens. He said Dale was on it and Monica said she would look into it.

Dean handed out a job ad for the Recreation Director position and a letter from an applicant.  Dean said applicants should be able to articulate a vision.  Mike said he or she must be a cheerleader in the community.  The ad was approved and will be placed.

Nina asked if Monica has a job description and Rich said we have a broad idea, which can be fine-tuned with the new person.
