Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. The Township staff had a meeting with the developer and his engineer (regarding another matter) and they were reminded that we are still waiting for them to sign the indemnification agreement.
Heather Glen–Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows– Indemnification needed: No change waiting on developer.

Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: It is now up to developer whether this stays a private sewer or they offer it for adoption. If they offer it for adoption an indemnification will be needed. York Township Public Works Dept. flushed and televised these sewer lines and are still awaiting payment.   

Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – No change waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  No change waiting on developer. This agreement was made part of the final plan approval. See letter from C.S. Davidson dated 1/18/2010. 
Waits R/W Agreement - No change. Waiting until spring. 
Public Works Report:
Lentzlyn Drive Pump Station – Discharge odor complaints – Mr. Miller reported that we are going to try a product that we can put into the pump station manually. It is a product from Bio-Systems International that controls grease and odor by breaking down the solids and deodorizing the liquid. 
Mr. Dick asked Mr. Milbrand to get on the February Board of Commissioners meeting agenda. He would like Mr. Milbrand to give them an update on the finished project and how it came in under budget. 

Mr. Miller reported that he gave all needed information to C.S. Davidson for them to complete the  York and Springettsbury Chapter 94 reports.

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Reid, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized the release for tree and shrub damage from David Freed, 258 Reynolds Mill Rd. for $325.00. All were in favor.
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized the release for tree and shrub damage from Linda and William Middleton, 222 Reynolds Mill Road for $ 5,450.00.  All were in favor.

 Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #60.  Gregory Contractors, Inc. is attempting to repair the bent basketball support at 222 Reynolds Mill Rd.(Middleton property). Gary Milbrand indicated the Middletons are satisfied with the basketball hoop repair. No application for payment was received from Gregory contractors due to the unresolved issues of a missing lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. and the missing manhole lining certificates. The next cut-off date for Application for Payment No.15 is January 29, 2010.  The Performance Bond will remain in effect for two years from the date of final payment. In addition to any corrective work, Gregory Contractors, Inc. is still responsible to address surface restoration issues in the Spring of 2010, Fall of 2010 and Spring of 2011.
