Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the minutes of the March 15, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  

Mr. Charles Ryer, 271 Lentzlyn Dr. -  He commented on the condition of the grass around his and his neighbors houses since the sewer project. It is mostly weeds, even the new grass they planted last fall. Gary Milbrand stated that this issue will be discussed during the walk thru that is to be held tomorrow. It will be a punch list item for the contractor.  Mr. Ryer also asked when the streets would be paved and was told sometime this summer. Kinsley Construction was awarded the contract at the April BOC meeting and Public Works will schedule the work.
Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed 
Heather Glen Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows – Indemnification needed
Fountain Head – Indemnification needed: Invoice #2583 was paid. This will now be treated as a private sewer. 
Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement   
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement  
The six items listed above will be taken off the agenda. There has been no change on these items for quite some time. From now on we will only list action items in the Solicitors Status report. 

Waits R/W Agreement – Solicitor Hovis  reported that he has a signed release of interest in condemned property from the Waits. He would like a motion to approve this document.
On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the Water & Sewer Authority approved the release of interest in condemned property at 270 Amad Drive for the sum of $375.00. All were in favor.

Public Works Report: Bob Miller
Mr. Miller reported that it was mentioned at the last Board of Commissioners meeting that Ron Hoover’s term has expired. Mr. Hoover will remain a member of the Authority until someone is appointed to replace him. It was also reported that new software was installed in the TV inspection truck used by Public Works. Gary Milbrand , Bob Miller, Commissioner Granholm and Commissioner Jones went to a DEP presentation last Wednesday night on the nutrient credit program DEP is handling. There was a discussion on nutrient credits and their dollar value. 

Authority’s Authorized Representative Report: Gary Milbrand
Authority Engineer Transition – Mr. Milbrand talked about the various correspondence that was sent out for the transition of the Authority’s Engineer.

Heritage Valley Federal Credit Union LD2010-1-1 – The Authority was given the review letters from C.S. Davidson just to keep them informed of what is happening with this project. LD2010-1-1 is located near the new Rutters on Cape Horn and Bell Rd.  
City of York Sanitary Sewer Ordinance – The City of York is revising its sanitary sewer use ordinance. The Authority was e-mailed a draft of the new ordinance and a letter from York Township with comments concerning the revised City of York Sanitary Sewer Use Ordinance. A brief discussion was held.
Iain MacKenzie Phase I – Inspection Services – This project is in limbo and it is unknown when it will start back up. Gary Milbrand asked the Authority if it was okay if C.S. Davidson did the inspections on this project if it starts back up before the end of the year. The Authority was fine with allowing them to finish the inspection process. 
 Engineer’s Report: Mark Malarich  

Mr. Mark Malarich of Gannett Fleming thanked the Authority for appointing them the new Water & Sewer Authority Engineer. 
York City Connected Municipality Users Meeting – Gannett Fleming attended the York City Connected Municipality Users Meeting on March 23, 2010. At this meeting York City reported on the status of their project. Bids came in at $18.8 million which was under the $20 million projected. The BOC have already approved money for this project. BOC Resolution 2008-10.  
Intermunicipal  Billing – Two meetings were held with Township staff, C.S. Davidson and Gannett  Fleming to make the change to Gannett Fleming doing the intermunicipal billing. 
Leader Heights Phases II & III:

Status report #63 -   Gregory Contractors, Inc. has not resolved the complaint about a missing lamp post at 210 Reynolds Mill Road nor provided the  manhole lining certifications. No final payment will be issued to Gregory Contractors until these two items are finalized. The warranty period (18 months) does not start until he requests final payment.  
Lamppost replacement at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. – Gary Milbrand has been trying to contact the homeowner and has not been able to. The homeowner needs to contact an electrician to fix it and send the bill to Gregory Contractors.

Leader Heights Sewer Project Paving – The first paving estimate included all of Lentzlyn Dr and only a portion was dug up for new sewers. It also did not include some work on Joppa that needs to be added. Gary Milbrand will have a revised estimate next month. It will be over the $113,306.00 on that line item but under the $262,000.00 total budget amount.

Lampposts at 36 Leader Heights Rd. – Gary Milbrand and Bob Miller traced the line and found where they think the line might be broke. It was not directly in the sewer line area. Gary notified their electrician of the location. This is not our problem and the owners would have to come back with more proof. The Authority was in agreement with this. 

Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Reid, Requisition # 217 and  # 218 and  check #’s  1009 thru 1014 were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.
