Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the minutes of the April 19, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Solicitor’s Report: 

No action items this month. Mr. Hovis reported that the check for the Waits release of interest in condemned property (270 Amad Dr) has been sent to the responsible party for the closing/sale of this property. All Leader Heights Project Phase II & III  row’s and release of condemnations are complete.   
Public Works Report: Bob Miller

Authority’s Authorized Representative Report: Gary Milbrand
Heritage Valley Federal Credit Union LD2010-1-1 – The Authority was given the review letter dated 4/21/2010  from C.S. Davidson just to keep them informed of what is happening with this project. C.S. Davidson recommended approval of the sanitary sewer  design, subject to comment no. 2. The project is located near the new Rutters on Cape Horn and Belle Rd.  
Oak Ridge Phase II – Lot lines – These are duplex units that were built on  single lots. The intent was to have one owner per unit and the owner would live in one and rent out the other. Over the years the lots have been divided as some of these lots became two owner units.  We were unaware of this and only now as some settlement companies have inquired about the sewer have we realized what has happened. The issue is that these units share  one sewer connection, so maintenance of the buildings sewer is unclear. There was a discussion on whether to wait until we are notified when they sell or inform everyone now that this is a concern. The other issue is what do we have them do: separate building sewers or shared building sewers with an agreement in place.   
On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Williams, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized Gary Milbrand and Solicitor Hovis to prepare an appropriate letter and agreement to send to the Oak Ridge Phase I & II residents regarding the shared sewer laterals. All were in favor. 

 Engineer’s Report: Mark Malarich  

Russell’s Hollow LD2010-4-2 – This plan is for 21 single family dwellings on a single lot with private roads and sewers. It is located behind the old Moose Lodge at the intersection of Old Dutch Lane and Cape Horn Road. They would like to construct a private sewer extension and connect to the Authority’s  existing sewer line near the intersection of Old Dutch Lane and Lismore Blvd. Fourteen of the homes would have gravity service and 7 homes would be served by individual grinder pumps and a low pressure lateral. The plan also calls for relocating the existing gravity lateral from the Moose Lodge and connecting the new lateral to a new public sewer extension to be built by the developer along Old Dutch Lane.  A comment letter from Gannett Fleming was provided to the Authority members.  It was recommended the plan be returned to the developer’s engineer to address the comments.

Leader Heights Phases II & III:

Project Walk Through on 4/16/2010 & 4/20/2010 – On Friday April 16, 2010 Gary Milbrand, Monica Love and Richard Resh conducted an inspection of the site improvements at the Lentzlyn Dr. pump station. A letter dated 4/19/2010 from Richard Resh to Gary Gregory lists the items he needs to address. On April 20, 2010 Terrance Trasatti, Donna Yingling and Gary Milbrand did a walk through of the rest of the project. Richard Resh was only available for a portion of the April 20, 2010 walk through. A letter, spread sheet and map dated April 26, 2010  was created identifying areas where settlement has occurred and additional topsoil, seeding and straw are needed.  
Lamppost replacement at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. – No movement on this issue. Gregory Contractors has tried to contact the homeowner by letter. Gary Milbrand has also been  trying to contact the homeowner. The Authority asked Gary Milbrand to write a letter to the homeowner to finalize this matter. The homeowner needs to contact an electrician to fix the lamppost and send the bill to Gregory Contractors. 
Leader Heights Sewer Project Paving – The paving figure for the project is now $111,553.11. This is under the $113,306.00 on that line item in the budget. A list of the streets and estimated cost of paving was given to the Authority members.
Lampposts at 36 Leader Heights Rd. – Gary Milbrand reported that the electrician is on site and a PA One Call was put in for them to dig. This is not a project problem and will be taken off the agenda.

Status report #64 -   Last week Gregory contractors was to have a landscaping company out to re-seed and do some punch list items. As stated above the lamppost replacement at 210 Reynolds Mill Road has not been completed. The manhole lining certifications have not been received.  No final payment will be issued to Gregory Contractors until these two items are finalized. 
Gary Milbrand asked the members of the Authority to e-mail him with their thoughts on what went right/wrong with the Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II & III. This information will be used when he and Ed Dick speak at the next BOC meeting about the project.  
Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Reid, Requisition # 219 was authorized for payment.  All were in favor.
