Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the minutes of the May 17, 2010  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  

Mr. Charles Ryer of 271 Lentzlyn Dr. asked if  any seeding was done on his property and his neighbors property.  Gary Milbrand reported that Gregory Contractors hired Rogers & Son Lawn Care & Landscaping to fix the grass areas that needed attention. They posted flyers at the properties they worked at. The flyers read as follows: To Whom It May Concern: Your Yard has been fixed by Rogers & Sons Lawn Care and Landscaping, a professional landscaping company, where we installed the main sewer line. Premium seed, fertilizer and topsoil have been used. Please keep these areas watered so your yard can be successfully restored. Thank you very much. Sincerely, Gregory Contractors Inc. Gary indicated that they slit seeded the seed into the ground which made it difficult to tell that seeding was done. He was on site everyday they were out working from May 28 thru June 4. Mr. Ryer informed him that they did get the flyer but did not think anything was done on their properties so Mrs. Fink called Gregory’s office and was told that they should disregard the notice that nothing was done on their properties. When asked if they watered he indicated no because they figured nothing was done.  Gary felt the work was done and was unsure why anyone from Gregory’s office would indicate otherwise. Mr. Milbrand offered to have the Public Works Dept. overseed the areas in question and Mr. Ryer accepted.  Mr. Ryer also wondered when the road work would be started. It was reported that it would be starting next week or the week after the July 4th Holiday. 
Solicitor’s Report: 

No action items this month. Mr. Hovis reported that Keystone Builders has submitted the final land development plan for Bridgewater Phase 1. He and Gary Milbrand will be working on the sewer improvement agreement to bring before the Authority in a few months.    
Public Works Report: Gary Milbrand   
We have once again received calls regarding an odor problem stemming from the Lentzlyn P/S. The property at Edgewood Dr. was asked to write down the times of the day the smell was the worst for the next two weeks. Since talking with them the, Public Works Dept. found that one of the cleanouts to the property was not vented properly. This was corrected and we have not heard from them since. The other complaint came from a property on Reynolds Mill Rd. At this location we have already buried two manholes but the resident is still smelling an odor coming from one of them. Gray Milbrand requested that the Public Works Dept. double the dose of chemical being applied at the pump station until further notice. Mark Malarich has some suggestions and he will speak with Gary about at a later date. One of those suggestions is putting carbon filters in the manholes. Whatever we do to permanently take care of the odor problem should come out of the project money. 
Authority’s Authorized Representative Report: Gary Milbrand
Oak Ridge Phase II – Lot lines – Nothing has been done on this issue .  

 Engineer’s Report: Mark Malarich  

Russell’s Hollow LD2010-4-2 – This plan is for 21 single family dwellings on a single lot with private roads and sewers. It is located behind the former Moose Lodge at the intersection of Old Dutch Lane and Cape Horn Road. Mr. Malarich reported that a second comment letter was sent today. This letter will be in next months packet. A copy of the letter was sent to the developers engineer to address the comments.

Leader Heights Phases II & III:

Grass and Shrub Repair 6/10/2010 letter  – Most of this was talked about in the Visitors and Public Comments section of the minutes. One item not covered was that Gary Milbrand requested in his 6/10/2010 letter to Gregory Contractors that he be made aware of when they would be scheduling the work that needs to be completed at the Lentlyn Dr. pump station as identified in Richard Resh’s letter dated 4/19/2010. Gary has not heard back from Gregory Contractors with an answer regarding this matter.  
Lamppost replacement at 210 Reynolds Mill Rd. – Gary Milbrand wrote a letter to the homeowner dated 5/20/2010. He sent one registered mail and one in the regular mail. The registered letter was returned to York Township due to a lack of obtaining a signature. We are assuming the one sent in the regular mail was received. In the letter Mr. Milbrand requested a response from the homeowner by 6/7/2010 if they were still interested in having the lamppost replaced. We did not get a response from the homeowner. It was decided that Gregory Contractors will have to post an escrow in the amount of $300.00 or the property owner must sign a release.  
Final Inspection  YCCD – The final inspection of the off street surface restoration areas will be conducted on Wednesday, June 30, 2010 at 9am. They will meet at the Lentzlyn Dr. pump station site. The pump station site looks pretty good and should pass inspection.
Status report #65 -  The report was reviewed and discussed. One item of note not discussed above is that mulching work by the private landowner at 272 Reynolds Mill Rd was completed and grass coverage at the pump station was addressed by the Public Works Dept. The resident at 242 Reynolds Mill Road has elected to completely  re-seed his lawn at his expense. All this work will help with the final inspection by the YCCD.   
Lessons Learned Documents- Two members of the Authority sent Gary Milbrand their thoughts on what went right/wrong with the Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II & III.  Gary Milbrand asked the other two members to respond to this list. This information will be used when he and Ed Dick speak at the next BOC meeting about the project.
Jamie Reid asked if we should be looking at any other areas that might be in need of sewer. Gary Milbrand needs to check with the York Township SEO Brad Hengst to see if there are any areas in the township that are in need because of failing septic systems. He will also pull out the map that identified 13 areas in the township that were without sewer when they decided on the Leader Heights area. It was suggested that before any decisions are made, the Authority should make sure that the Commissioners are on board and project financing is agreed to. This is what held up the LH Project for a few years. 
Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mr. Reid, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Requisition # 220, 221, and 222.and checks 1015-1017  were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.
