Minutes:
On motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mr. Davis the minutes of the July 17, 2006 Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  Mr. JennerJohn of 237 Reynolds Mill Rd. Mr. JennerJohn commented on the June 19, 2006 meeting minutes where it read that the majority favor the revised gravity design with most of the line going behind the houses. He is in the area of Reynolds Mill Rd. where it would be difficult to run the line behind the houses because of the heavily wooded area. He would like the Water & Sewer Authority to honor the desires of the property owners in this area and not run the line behind the houses. Mr. JennerJohn also asked how the Water & Sewer Authority decides to expand the sewer in a certain area. He felt that of the 135 homeowners in the project area very few had failing or potentially failing sewers.  Mr. Resh explained that the Lentzlyn area residents got together a petition to have the sewer brought back to that area.  Also the SEO made a presentation to the Board of Commissioners for sewer in this area because of the failing systems. The Water & Sewer Authority along with the Township did a survey and this area was presented as needing sewer. This is a very tough decision and one that not everyone will like because they don’t need the sewer now but we must look to the future because no septic system will last forever. The Water & Sewer Authority and C.S. Davidson will  work to come up with the best design they can for this area and its residents. 
Solicitor’s Report: 

Raby Corporation-  Steve Hovis of Stock & Leader  reported that we can take this off the agenda. We have a fully executed mutual release and settlement agreement and a ROW agreement  from the Raby Corp.   We have also been released from litigation. 
Sage Hill Sewer Adoption- Dave Jones of Stock & Leader contacted John Runge of Gordon Brown & Associates. Waiting to hear back from him.
Public Works Report:

Bob Miller of York Township reported that Wellspan Corp. wants to erect signs on a sanitary sewer easement at the Apple Hill Medical Center . He will be meeting with them onsite tomorrow.  They will either have to move the proposed  sign placement,  or they will need an agreement  with the Water & Sewer authority.
Tyler Run Sewer project-  Some minor items have still not been completed due to it being very dry. Will wait till we get some rain to finish.  A letter was sent requesting a final inspection from PennDOT.
Interceptor G Replacement- The Wentang driveway issue has been settled. Some minor restoration will take place after we get some rain. We are still holding money from the contractor for these unfinished items.
Sewer System Modeling- Mr. Milbrand reported that the Chestnut Run Interceptor has been entered and he ran a model. He expects to make a presentation to the Water & Sewer Authority at the September Meeting.
Public Sewer Adoptions:

Rosenmiller Woods:  A checklist was developed for adopting previously private sewers. Requirements 1-16 are general requirements for all projects and an additional 15 requirements are specifically for Rosenmiller Farms. Mr. Hoover would like to see why they wanted the sewers to be private back when they were in the planning process.  No action was taken on this matter. The Authority will review at next meeting.

Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases 2/3- Richard Resh met with York Township staff to look at the project. On a  motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Hoover the Water & Sewer Authority  authorized C.S. Davidson to develop a new detailed scope of work with a  schedule for the Leader Heights Sewer Project to be submitted at the September Water & Sewer Authority meeting. All were in favor.
Mr. Steele of the York Township Board of Commissioners was in attendance. He asked  the Water & Sewer Authority to make changes to the project  that make sense and are cost effective.  The plan should have the Water & Sewer Authorities complete approval, while keeping the Board of Commissioners up to date on the progress.

Mr. Brunk asked Mr. Resh to start looking at financing options now due to rising interest rates. It was discussed that we could get the new township finance director involved and be the contact person. 

Camp Betty Washington/Springwood Rd. R/W’s  - On motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Hoover the Water & Sewer Authority authorized C.S. Davidson to negotiate an easement with the Ziegler’s to run a lateral across their property. All were in favor. 
Spartan Heights BWQM Application- On Hold
Kinsley Sewer Agreement and Cost Estimate Southwood Area: Signed agreement and construction costs of  $13,937.50 attached. 
Requisitions and Checks:  On motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mr. Davis Authorization # 34 and check # 857 to Stock & Leader for $480.60 and check # 858 to C.S. Davidson for $270.00  were authorized for payment. All were in favor.
