Minutes:
On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Williams, the minutes of the September 21, 2009  Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Mr. Resh introduced Chris Toms an engineer from his firm, C.S., Davidson, Inc. Mr. Toms will be at the December meeting filling in for Mr. Resh. 

It was reported that Patrick Fazzini passed the bar exam. Mr. Dick congratulated him on behalf of the Water & Sewer Authority. 
Visitors and Public Comments:  

James Sieling, 206 Reynolds Mill Rd. – Mr. Sieling is representing his mother Mrs. Sarah Sieling who resides at 206 Reynolds Mill Rd. This is in regards to a flagstone sidewalk that needs to be replaced due to the sewer project. Mr. Sieling originally submitted an estimate from Rischel’s Landscaping Service of  $12,280, of which the Water & Sewer Authority would pay half. On 8/24/2009 Mr. Sieling requested $15,980 from the Water & Sewer Authority, ($6140  for sidewalk plus compensation for tree and shrub damage of $9515). The Water & Sewer Authority offered $11,500 on 8/28/2009. At the Authorities request Mr. Resh asked Mr. Sieling to get some additional quotes for the flagstone sidewalk as the Rischel quote seemed quite high. Mr. Sieling presented these quotes to the Water & Sewer Authority. He received two substantially lower quotes for this work from Hively Landscape and Pantano Concrete. Mr. Sieling is now asking for $12,031 as total compensation. 
Executive Session at 6:40pm  –  settlements
Executive Session ended at 6:45pm

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Williams, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized compensation of $12,000 to Sarah Sieling for restoration (trees & walk) damages. All were in favor.
Mr. Sieling accepted the amount of $12,000. The Water & Sewer Authority informed him that a release form would be sent to his mother and after she signed it we would put the $12,000 reimbursement on the November requisitions requests. Recommended he get his impervious area permit from the township as soon as possible. Mr. Sieling thanked Mr. Resh for suggesting he get the additional quotes. 
Charles Ryer, 271 Lentzlyn Drive – Mr. Ryer thanked Gary Milbrand for getting the area  behind his and his neighbors houses back to an acceptable shape. Mr. Milbrand reported it took quite a bit of topsoil.
Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Indemnification needed: Solicitor Hovis contacted John Runge, of Gordon Brown about status of this adoption/agreement.  Mr. Runge will review it with Mr. Stoltzfus and get back to us. 
Heather Glen – Phase I Adoption – Indemnification needed: We will make this a requirement when they try to get Phase II approved.  Indemnification Agreement needed. 
The Paddock at Equine Meadows – At the August meeting the Authority authorized Resolution 2009-2 accepting the sewer lines subject to an indemnification agreement. Solicitor Hovis contacted Jerry Stahlman, about the status of the indemnification agreement. Mr. Stahlman will review it with Mr. Pasch and get back to us. 

Cape Horn Retail L.P. Developer Agreement – Waiting on developer.  
Bridgewater – Sewer Improvement Agreement –  Waiting on developer. 
Waits R/W Agreement - No change. 
Public Works Report:
YCCD Notice of Violation and Correspondence –  We are not ready for a final inspection this fall. Will request a final inspection in the spring when grass is established. We re-seeded the stormwater area at the Lentzlyn P/S. This was done to get a final okay from the York Township Engineering Department.
Connection Updates – Phase 2C (sheet 6) and Phase 3 - Gary Milbrand reported that in  Phase 2C (sheet 6) all connections have been made and no second request sewer letters were needed. 
For Phase 3, Mr. Milbrand reported that six property owners are not connected. He has spoken with either the homeowner or the plumbers and believes all six will be connected within the 60 days given in the 2nd request letter. All tapping and connection fees were paid. Mr. Milbrand asked for a motion to take appropriate action if all six were not hooked up within the extended 60 days. On the motion of Mr. Williams, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, the Water & Sewer Authority authorized Gary Milbrand and Solicitor Hovis to go to the Magistrate for any property in Phase 3 not connected to the sewer in the 60 day extended deadline. All were in favor. 

Gary Milbrand is still working on negotiations with the remaining tree and shrub damage appraisals. On September 23, 2009 Gary Milbrand walked the Leader Heights Phase II & III sewer project to review punch list items and to address complaints with Donna Yingling of Gregory Contractors. A list of items was created for the contractor to address. On October 13, 2009 Gregory Contractors notified Gary Milbrand that the swale between Lentzlyn and Amad had topsoil and seed added and 206 Reynolds Mill Rd was also reseeded.  They also indicated that all complaints and most punch list items are now taken care of.  
Mr. Dick reported that the property owner at the corner of Leader Heights Road and S. George St. has not yet received a sewer bill. The homeowner lives out of town and rents the property. Staff will look into this matter.    
Mr. Milbrand reported that a release of claims was sent to the Middleton’s. We are waiting for Mr. Middleton to sign it. 
Solicitor Hovis and Gary Milbrand met this past week on getting the RFP for engineering services for 2010 ready to send out in a week or so. Mr. Milbrand would like to have two Water & Sewer Authority members present for interviews (preferably the same two). Mr. Dick said he is available most times during the day. Mrs. Atkinson is available two days a week and Mr. Williams is available after 2:30 pm. 
A brief discussion was held on the Joppa Road pump station and the problems that were had on finding the force main to install a valve vault. The record drawings did not properly indicate how deep the force main was. 
Private Sewer Notification Letters – Mr. Miller reported that he has received the okay from Mr. Markey to flush and televise the sewer lines in the Fountain Head Development. Letters were sent to Biscayne Woods, Springwood at Mill Creek and Heather Glen. We are waiting to hear from them.  
Public Sewer Adoptions - * See Tracking Sheet on Back of Agenda:

 Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #57.  No application for payment was submitted this month by Gregory Contractors (Contract # 14). On September 11 and 12, 2009 we had a 2 ½” to 3” rainfall, which equated to a once every 2 years storm event. Mr. Milbrand confirmed that all of the runoff infiltrated into the ground at the stormwater basin as designed. 

Requisitions and Checks 

On the motion of Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Williams, Requisition #’s. 195  thru 198 and check #’s  983 thru 989 were authorized for payment.  All were in favor.   

Project Financing
The tracking sheet of the estimated costs vs. budget costs were reviewed and discussed for the Leader Heights Sewer Project. In projecting future cost Gary Milbrand and Richard Resh both still feel we will bring the project in on budget.
