Minutes:  On motion of Mr. Brunk, seconded by Mr. Davis, the minutes of the September 19, 2005 and October 18, 2005 Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.
Visitors and Public Comments:  None  
Solicitor’s Report: 

Raby Corporation- Still waiting to hear from the counsel for the Raby Corp. concerning a possible settlement. 
Declaration of Taking- Steve Hovis, of Stock & Leader reported that the Cottrill’s and  Burr’s have not responded to the letters sent to them regarding the ROW settlement. No action will be taken until we hear from them. 
Private Sewer Policy- The Board of Commissioners approved the private sewer policy at the November BOC meeting. 
Acquisition of Authority Assets by the Township- This is on hold until we hear from the Board of Commissioners.

Public Works Report:

Tyler Run Sewer project-  On October 19, 2005 a 37 day time extension was approved. Gregory Contractors will start this part of the project on November 28, 2005. 
Interceptor G Replacement-  Sanitary sewer pipeline part of the project complete. Stream bank restoration was started on November 21, 2005. 
Subdivision/Land Development/Zoning Ordinance Changes- At the last Board of Commissioners meeting they referred the subdivision/land development/ zoning ordinance changes back to the Planning Commission. Gary Milbrand met with the Planning Commission. He reported that a farm could subdivide one lot to a family member.
Permanent Sanitary Sewer Easements for Pump Station Sites: On motion of Mr. Brunk, seconded by Mr. Davis  the Water and Sewer Authority concurs with the 11/7/2005 letter from C. S. Davidson finding no disadvantage to the Authority in accepting a perpetual easement in lieu of a deed  All were in favor. It was reported that the in house staff was fine with the perpetual easement. 
Public Sewer Adoptions:

* See Tracking Sheet on Back of Agenda-On motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Brunk the two right-of-way agreements for Partnership Eleven were authorized for execution, subject to review by  Solicitor Hovis. All were in favor. 
Engineer’s Report:  
Leader Heights Phases 2/3 –The final Gannet Fleming report is not a public record because no action was taken by the Board of Commissioners.
No action will be taken on the Leader Heights Project until January. In discussion among the Authority members they would like to see one Board of Commissioner become a permanent liaison between the Board and Authority, to discourage any future problems in moving the project forward. 

It was reported that C. S. Davidson met with the Board of Commissioners on November 9, 2005. They returned the DVD of the meeting where it was stated three times that C.S. Davidson put a 70% markup on the project costs. It was agreed upon by C. S. Davidson and the Board of Commissioners that at a public meeting in the future the BOC would correct this statement, as it was not accurate.

It was also reported that Gary Milbrand will give the Water and Sewer Authority a presentation of the history of the sewer in the township.   
 Requisitions and Checks: On motion of Mr. Brunk, seconded by Mr. Davis check numbers 816 thru 825 were authorized for payment. All were in favor.
