On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Wayne Davis was appointed temporary Chairman for the Authority appointments. All were in favor.
On the motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Ed Dick was appointed Chairman of the Water & Sewer Authority. All were in favor..

On the motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Mark Avakian was appointed Vice-Chairman of the Water & Sewer Authority. All were in favor..

On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Diane Mitchell was appointed Secretary/Treasurer  and Ron Hoover was appointed Assistant Secretary/Treasurer of the Water & Sewer Authority. All were in favor..

On the motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, Stock and Leader will remain the Authority Solicitor, C.S. Davidson will remain the Authority Engineer and the PFM Group will remain the Authority’s Financial advisor. All were in favor.

Minutes:
On the motion of Mr. Hoover, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the minutes of the December 17, 2007 Water & Sewer Authority meeting were approved. All were in favor.

Visitors and Public Comments:  None

Solicitor’s Report: 

Sage Hill Sewer Adoption –  Waiting for exhibit changes.
Heather Glen – Phase I Adoption -  No Change.  
Ray & Patsy Markey – Fountainhead -  Waiting for revised plan.  

Financing -  The Authority needs to move forward with financing. Mr. Dick requested that Mr. Resh have the PFM Group representatives come to the February Authority meeting.
Public Works Report:

Cape Horn Retail, LP – Attorney Stacey MacNeal spoke on behalf of Cape Horn Retail. Cape Horn Retail is located at the corner of Cape Horn Rd. and Chapel Church Rd. They received approval on the final reverse subdivision plan at the BOC meeting. Attny. MacNeal presented information regarding the cost sharing with York Township for a pump station at this site. The additional costs for installing a pump station that could eventually be a public station are estimated to be around $35,070.00. Mr. Resh reported that some other costs to be considered would be for a casing pipe that goes under the stormwater management system and retaining wall. It would be more cost efficient to install this pipe now than wait until the pump station goes public due to the site stormwater system. Another future cost would be the generator site and generator, which would not be done until the pump station becomes public. It was decided that even with the extra costs building this pump station large enough to handle future flows now  would be a substantial cost savings to the Township. On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the Water & Sewer Authority accepted the presentation and cost sharing for the pump station upgrades at 58% Cape Horn Retail and 42% York Township Sewer Authority and directed the solicitors to come up with a developer agreement and address the casing pipe. All were in favor   
Mr. Dick presented a motion that the York Township Water & Sewer Authority does not adopt any private sewers unless it benefits the infrastructure of York Township and meets all Township specs. After some discussion it was decided to have a Resolution done for this subject. 
On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mr. Hoover the Water & Sewer Authority authorized the Solicitor to come up with a Resolution for the above statement. All were in favor.
On the motion of Mr. Dick, seconded by Mr. Hoover the Water and Sewer Authority authorized the Solicitor to prepare a Resolution stating the York Township Water and Sewer Authority does not allow private sewers to connect to private sewers. All were in favor.
Public Sewer Adoptions - * See Tracking Sheet on Back of Agenda: 
Rosenmiller Woods - Private Sewer Adoptions -  Mr. Milbrand reported that the new Board of Directors of the Rosenmiller Woods Association no longer desire to have the sewer lines adopted by York Township and have withdrawn their request. Mr. Resh will remove this item from the agenda. 
HMDT Associates, LP – Private Sewer Connection -  Attorney Robert Walker spoke on behalf of HMDT, LP.  This property located on Gotham Place, is a private sewer line that would  hook into another private sewer system (Equine Meadows). At the November meeting the Water & Sewer Authority stated that they wanted to review the project narrative before it was sent to DEP. Comment letters from Mr. Resh and Mr. Milbrand on the project narrative that will accompany the planning module application to DEP were discussed. The narrative needs to state that both systems are private and that they will remain private. On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the Water & Sewer Authority recommends the Township execute the planning module with the project narrative language changed incorporating items from the letters of Mr. Milbrand and Mr. Resh also, Mr. Milbrand is to approve the revised narrative based on the comment letters. More discussion was held. 
The motion above was amended. On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the Water & Sewer Authority approved the Planning module narrative as revised at tonight’s meeting. 3-Yes, 1-No (Dick)  
Engineer’s Report:  

Leader Heights Phases II & III – Status report #36. Mr. Resh reported that all plan and design changes have been completed by C.S. Davidson and Barton Associates, Inc., the electrical subconsultant, except for the electric operator on the slide entrance gate. On 12/18/07 a letter was sent to the potential developer and engineer of the Markey property regarding the design changes on sheet #6. Gary Milbrand stated he was fine with the changes made to the revised duties and responsibilities for the RPR and AR. Twelve sets of subdivision and land development plans were provided for submission to the York Township Zoning Hearing Board for Special Exception. 
On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the Water & Sewer Authority directed the Chairman to execute the cover page of the Land Development/Subdivision  for the Pump Station. All were in favor. 

On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson the Water & Sewer Authority directed the Secretary to execute Appendix No.9 (Application for consideration for a subdivision and/or land development plan) and Appendix No.13 (Applications for consideration of a waiver) and any future waivers for the pump station site. All were in favor.
The Highway Occupancy Permit is in progress and the General Permits 3,5 and 8 were approved. Due to delays in site/right of way acquisitions and permit approvals, the project was not advertised for bids in December. A new project schedule will be prepared for the February meeting.  In a letter dated 11/29/07 the York County Planning Commission advised Mr. Resh that they no longer have funds available for Tap In Fees. They will however, continue to fund sewer hook ups by providing assistance to the homeowner for the actual installation. 
Five ROW agreements were authorized tonight. On the motion of  Mrs. Atkinson, seconded by Mr. Davis the Water and Sewer Authority authorized the execution of 5 ROW’s for the Leader Heights Sewer Project Phase II and III. All were in favor.  The following ROW’s were approved: Rodger P. Calabretta & Dolores E. Calabretta, Michael F. Buschman Jr. & Amy S. Buschman, Robert L. Spicer & Nancy J. Spicer, Michael E. McDonald & Tina R. McDonald and Michael R. Miller & Melissa B. Miller.  
The Annual Report of the Consulting Engineer was presented to the Authority. 

Mr. Milbrand had some questions for Mr. Resh regarding the Leader Heights Project.
1. Financing – PFM Group will attend February’s meeting.

2. Bid – Updated at February meeting

3. Final Plans – Done (except sheet #6)

4. Project schedule- Updated schedule at February  meeting

Mr. Milbrand asked about an updated cost estimate and Mr. Resh said he provided that in the December meeting packet.

On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mrs. Atkinson, check #’s 913 thru 918 were  authorized for payment. All were in favor.

It was noted that the new accounts for C.S. Davidson were for services outside the scope of work. On the motion of Mr. Davis, seconded by Mr. Hoover, Authorizations 82 through 86 were authorized for payment. All were in favor.
