As we start the new year my compliments to the members of the board of commissioners as each of us are getting more involved in the business of the township.  For the record I’d like to note the following:
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Comm. Silberstein & Comm. Knepper I want to say thanks for working with the staff helping to address a difficult issue with a professional services vendor.


Comm. Granholm thanks for your support of the staff addressing an issue with a current service contract.


Comm. Jones and I attended a late night walking tour of a vacant unheated building that was possible indoor recreation with our rec director, Ms. Hatley.  


Comm. Knepper attended the YARP meeting on Jan. 14th.  My apologies that I did not attend that meeting with you, as an alternate, as I was attending a training session with Comm. Jones and Comm. Granholm.

I attended a working session with a land owner, a developer, an engineer, and their counsel attempting to understand a land development issue for some lands adjacent to a state road.


We need to appoint someone to the LGAC, should we want to have a representative to that committee.


We need to appoint a representative to EMA.  


Did you happen to notice that the minutes of January 4th were 66 pages?  That is a lot of minutes, and my comment is this…..the minutes should reflect what was decided by the board and not necessarily what was said by the board.  I would anticipate that Elizabeth spent days in preparation of those minutes. 


Please note the location of the Spring Meeting of PSATC will be in Lancaster Pa.  As I recall we are a paid member of that group.  We should send a representative.  Please think about who should attend.  The deadline is February 24th.


My compliments to the York Township Public Works staff for their work in the recent snow event.

Granholm
You mentioned you toured some lease space and I’m hoping tonight that Debra Hatley will touch on some of the emails that went around and took us a little bit by surprise discussing the possibility of a new rec center.  
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Another concern that we need to address, we met in executive session to discuss some personnel issues and we have some others that are coming up.  I had the opportunity to speak to some township employees on some matters.  One of the things we may want to do, I know about a couple of years ago we accomplished a much needed task putting job descriptions in place, that was absolutely the correct thing to do.  I’d  like to make a motion that we as a board conduct a review now that they have been in place, look at them, do we need to make any changes, establish how we change those, how we address some of these personnel matters that come up.  I think a lot of them can be addressed outside of an executive session if we have the right procedures.  One of the things I’d like to do tonight is go ahead and make a motion that we do select among ourselves, maybe two representatives and spend 3-6 months going through our personnel policies and job descriptions and come back to the board as a whole for any recommendations for changes or whatever is needed. I don’t think it has to be a high intense exercise, but one that needs to be done.  We need to move ahead and conduct that review of our HR policies and procedures, who’s to change them, etc.

Comm. Jones:  Second.


Comm. Silberstein:  I would comment that I think it’s a necessary evil if you will.  I guess I had an opportunity to also meet with some of the York Township staff……I guess there are clearly some issues that need to be addressed in the organizational structure perhaps and I think this is an excellent idea.  I would volunteer to be involved with it. 


Vote 5 yes.


I had an opportunity to talk with Scott.  I want to say another outstanding job by our Public Works department.  What can we do to support our public works?  It is unusual that we get this many storms per year.  I’m a firm believer in that the more your department is trained, the better it’s equipped, the more efficient it is.  While all of our departments do an excellent job I think it really shows through in our public works department, the equipment they use the wear and tear it goes through. 

Doing a lot of this type of work in my own job, I know if you get behind on deferred maintenance and equipment wear you never catch up.  I think we should endorse Scott coming to us if there is a purchase that we need to accelerate that purchase.  I know we budgeted a small truck, maybe we need to make a change to a larger truck, add some funds and make sure we have the right equipment.   I would ask that we give it a very hard look.
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York Waste:  I have had some meetings. They have been very gracious with their time.  One of the things we have agreed on (Linda, Elizabeth, Steve & I) is we don’t want to rush into a new program. We’d like time to develop requirements for bidders.  It is a one year extension, and I think they were entitled to raise the rate increase…

Attorney Hovis:  Actually they are not.  It’s at the same price, which they are willing to commit to as part of this agreement.  


Comm. Granholm:  We considered extending the one year extension so we can decide what we want and entertain other bids.  It would be my recommendation that we consider that one year extension at some point. I don’t think it hurts us in any way.  I think the service has been good.  It’s not like we are dealing with a vendor that is not living up to their contract.  It gives us some breathing room to see what’s out there.  


Comm. Jones:  Is that one year in addition to the year in the contract year?

Attorney Hovis:  They’ve had a one year extension and this would be the second one year extension.


Comm. Granholm:  This would be the last one year extension that is listed on the current contract.


Comm. Silberstein:  Would there be any reason not to grant this at this time?


Comm. Granholm:  Not from my perspective.  The service has been fine.  I don’t see we have any issues.  Our current recycling program is pretty good.  This new program that was mentioned, I have some questions.  I’d like to have more time to look into this. This is a third party company.  What’s the longevity going to be?  There are a lot of questions that we need to look at. Do we want to contact other municipalities to see if we want to do a regional effort?  I don’t know if that’s good or bad for us.  It would behoove us to extend the current contract and allow us time to look at it so we make the right decision.


Attorney Hovis:  Last year when we extended the contract we did it by a formal written agreement as an amendment to the original agreement. If you make any motion it should include the comment that the authorization to proceed includes a similar agreement.
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Don Isabella:  In last year’s contract extension we enhanced the service by providing 96 gallon carts to those that did not have them.  There was some question that if that was a change to the original contract.  Once we found out it was not we moved forward with that. Today I would say that 95% of the residents have a mobile cart for their service.


Comm. Steele:  Is it your opinion that based upon your review of this situation with the staff and with York Waste that an extension of one year should be some action that we would take either tonight or at the next commissioner’s meeting?


Comm. Granholm:  Yes.  I would make a motion that we authorize the staff to prepare the one year extension for our review and approval at the next meeting.  Also we want some time to talk with other haulers and that will take time.  


Comm. Silberstein:  Second.

I have spent the last two days in Baltimore City.  They have many many streets that haven’t seen the plow for the first time.  We, in York Township, are spoiled.  We have a public works department that does a superb job and I have heard many positive comments.  Scott to you and your crew, my thank you.


Last month I brought up the subject that we had in our notebooks, a document called Productive Meetings.  I made the comment there was some wise comments in that document and encouraged everyone to back up and read it.  This past month I interviewed our township manager and secretary.  I am going to submit those same questions and ask you to pair up and go interview our manager on this same issue.  Comm. Steele I had no idea you were going to bring it up, I had no idea it had to do with that 66 page document.  I will send you a list of questions to ask our manager so you have a better understanding about an issue.  I will bring it up next month.

Last month I raised the issue of something in our zoning ordinance or the lack thereof in our zoning ordinance.  I was under the impression there was going to be some action started related to casinos in the township.  I’d be curious if there’s an update on that.
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Solicitor Hovis:  Our zoning officer is researching that.  She has obtained a number of provisions related to that.  I think our observations were they were from municipalities that wanted them and were favorable to them.


Comm. Silberstein:  I know it takes a fair amount of time to modify the zoning ordinance, and I would like to see this move forward rapidly.  Do I need to make this into a motion, or can we just move along?


Solicitor Hovis:  I think your direction is noted by staff.


Comm. Silberstein:  The board has previously recognized township residents for service above and beyond to York Township and I believe we had two commissioners that served this township well for varying periods of time, and I think it would be proper for us to recognize them the same as we have a number of other individuals that have given time and effort and love in the labors to the township.  I’d like to make a motion that we have our township manager prepare a resolution recognizing the efforts of Comm. Briddell and Comm. Ness to York Township.


Comm. Granholm:  Second.


Comm. Knepper:  We have commissioners in the past that spent way more time than Comm. Ness without recognition.  This is way lopsided.


Vote 4 yes 1 no (Knepper).


Comm. Silberstein:  I read with some interest the Snow Emergency Ordinance that was posted as a link on the website. What I read through with some interest was the list of roads.  I guess some roads given my knowledge of the township, I’m not sure why they were listed and other roads that I would have thought should have been included in the ordinance were not.  I was wondering if we can’t take time out of the snow removal efforts, it seems it should be a topic to be addressed as far as the timeliness of the roads that are included.  I would like to make a motion that we review the snow emergency ordinance and perhaps by the April meeting we can get recommendations from staff for us to review it and revisit that topic. 


Comm. Steele:  Second.


Comm.
 Granholm:  Was there a lot missing?
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Comm. Silberstein:  I would point two specific roads not on it, Camp Betty Washington Road and Springwood Road.


Elizabeth Heathcote:  They are state roads.


Comm. Silberstein:  I knew that was going to be the answer. Leader Heights Road is listed and it’s a state road as well.  There’s some inconsistencies that need to be addressed.


Scott DePoe:  When that ordinance was written we were performing winter maintenance on Leader Heights Road.  Since then we ceased that and turned that back over to the state’s responsibility.  I think it’s a good idea to revisit and correct that ordinance.  If any commissioner has anything they would like to add I would be open to discussion.

Comm. Silberstein:  Why can’t a state road that’s in York Township be covered by the York Township snow emergency ordinance?


Scott DePoe:  I guess it could.  PennDOT is not going to put any priority on it.


Comm. Silberstein:  There are a lot of other issues in this ordinance that don’t talk about the priorities.  It’s cars that run out of gas while on that road, vehicles that are abandoned while they are on that road.  There are a lot of reasons why roads are included in that other than it’s a priority route.  I couldn’t find anything that didn’t allow us to include those roads.


Solicitor Hovis:  We need to post with signage, I don’t know if that’s an issue or not.  We can check on that.


Comm. Granholm:  It’s on the website and they are seeing that those roads are on there.


Comm. Silberstein:  They are not on there.  The motion is to review it.


Vote 5 yes.


Comm. Silberstein:  I noticed when I went to the Right to Know log today, I noticed the 2010 year to date is posted, and I actually went to it because I wanted to do a recap of the numbers and the costs and that kind of stuff.  The 2009 RTK is no longer there.  It would seem to me that it would be pretty simple to make it a separate page in the worksheet in the Excel file 
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and that we could have two pages so that people would be able to go back and see what’s there.  I’d like to make that as a suggestion.

Comm. Steele:  I concur with your comment.  The thing that concerns me is that I haven’t seen a drawing of what they are going to do with the road.  They just asked the question.


Comm. Knepper:  They are asking if we want sidewalks at their expense?

Elizabeth Heathcote:  At our expense.  


Comm. Steele:  We don’t want to make an agreement until we see PennDOT’s drawing of what they intend to do.


Comm. Silberstein:  I don’t believe they know.  It’s not an approved project.  It’s not a funded project.  I don’t think they have a clue. The PennDOT and York County Planning people were here and you had lots of questions that they didn’t have answers to, I don’t believe they are any further along then when they were here.


Elizabeth Heathcote:  I will ask for a drawing.

Comm. Jones:  I think this is a pretty long discussion, there are many issues and comments that need to be made.  I sort of think that we should look at the file and examine it, but the discussion needs to be held.  


Comm. Knepper:  Have you explored the potential of what local churches have to offer?


Debra Hatley:  There are some churches that have gyms, they are expensive to rent, therefore driving up the cost of our programs. We have a situation right now because of the school closings we had to rearrange some of our programs.  We contacted Pine Grove UM Church, they require 3 weeks out and a member of their congregation to vouch for you to use their facility.  We are not opposed to looking at that, but they like to use their space too.  You could be bumped if they need to use their facility.
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Comm. Silberstein:  I feel compelled to make a comment.  We’ve been 


down this road before, and one of the things that tore this township apart for several years was the discussion whether or not a township a tax collecting entity belongs in the business of competing with private enterprise.  I would hope that we are not about to go down the same road again.  I’m flabbergasted that we are sitting here contemplating spending taxpayer’s dollars to support something that is provided by private enterprise, and private enterprise in this case shut down because they couldn’t afford to stay open and provide the facilities.  I don’t understand why we would be doing it again.  I hope that we don’t spend any money evaluating this process.

Comm. Steele:  I think the thing to do is let us have your file and we will postpone this discussion to another day.

Plan presented by Kathy Conley, LSC. There are no issues on the table, only conditions or requirements that we will meet prior to recording.  


Solicitor Hovis:  The last discussion was a little bit driven on the improvements on Old Baltimore Pike and if they needed to show the road widening.  Your concern of the lack of improvements on Chanticleer (lot 2) property was not complete and you were having the inability to connect your road widening to those improvements.  Since then the board did authorize the drawing down of the Charter letter of credit for the purpose of completing those improvements to allow Wellspan to connect into those improvements.  We have met with Attorney Lobach to discuss coordinating those improvements.  Attorney Lobach did provide an agreement to us for our consideration that would coordinate that work.  Since then Charter came forward and indicated their desire to complete those improvements in accordance with the original Chanticleer plan.  The board authorized us to proceed with the agreement with Charter for that purpose.  I have received a draft of that agreement and I’ve reviewed a portion of that and I believe we also have received in house the first drafts of the two HOPs and GP-7 permits and I think our engineer will be taking a look at those. 

Hopefully the plan at this point is to complete the improvements as originally proposed on the Chanticleer plan as well as the Wellspan plan. Attorney Courtney indicated today that the permits were not provided to 
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Wellspan for their review and that was in my original email that needed to be in that agreement.  His response was no, you are looking for the township to coordinate getting the permits to Wellspan and getting their comments.  I assume then returning those comments to Charter for incorporation and we would need to get the execution of those documents.  I conveyed to him that no, that is not what we conveyed to Charter and that we are looking for Charter to coordinate that.  Is that the position of Charter that they are willing to coordinate with Wellspan and York Township the review, approval and execution of those permits?


Jamie Brubaker:  I have not been able to talk with Attorney Courtney today.  What Steve is saying seems reasonable to me.  I think our one concern is the general acknowledgment by everybody at the end of the day our obligation to perform this work is our obligation to York Township and we do not have a contractual or any other relationship with Wellspan.  I think everything will work fine, but in the event that it doesn’t or there is a request for additional information we will require your assistance or your involvement in any matters such as that.  What we have produced are the exact same drawings that were reviewed by York Township and Wellspan when this work was originally permitted.  As we discussed, no change in scope, we have revised things for PennDOT requirements and DEP requirements that have been modified since the original permit issuance.  Outside of that there are no changes other than what those two agencies require.  I don’t see a problem with that.  I don’t want to end up with a sidebar conversation with someone who is not party to our obligation.


Solicitor Hovis:  I understand that.  I didn’t know if there was an issue or an objection on Wellspan’s part or whatever of the direct communication between Wellspan and Charter to coordinate the execution of the permits, ultimately you will have to sign 2-3 of them.


Kathy Conley:  We will function the same as we did several years ago if they are the same plans I will operate on behalf of Wellspan, we recommended approval then and I would do the same thing.


Jamie Brubaker:  I am assuming that we would ultimately be having a concurrent review with York Township and Wellspan and address any comments?  We will come pick up copies, make copies and get them to everyone.

That was originally at the request of Shipley because they were trying to develop their property at the corner of Leader Heights and Crossway Drive.  When they did their land development plan for an Arby’s they determined that the impervious surface requirements were short on meeting that and wanted to acquire some additional land.  They asked the township to proceed with putting up for bid a portion of the PennDOT ROW that was transferred to the township during the I-83 project.  That consists of 5845.8 sq ft or .134 acres.  The terms of the bid requirements were all bids to be submitted by today and we received one bid.  The terms allow the board to reject all bids.  Shipley submitted a bid in the amount of $100.00.  The township needs to decide if that is sufficient or reject the bid.  

Since the litigation between Shipley and PennDOT was public record we could probably determine what a correct value is and rebid with a minimum bid.

Comm. Silberstein:  I’ll make a motion that we reject the bid that was presented to us and do some research into what fair market value of this property is before we rebid it.  


Comm. Knepper:  Second.

They were looking for a restaurant that might be interested.  Until they get that land development plan approved the agreement identifies the intersection is on hold.


Comm. Silberstein:  Can we ask them if they would consider expediting that since the theater will generate traffic?  The way they represented to us it was a done deal, it was only a matter of 60 days and would be filing their land development plans.  I think it’s worth asking them and tell them that it’s this commissioner’s point of view.


Solicitor Hovis:  We can ask.
