Commissioner Craley indicated that the June 12th minutes should reflect that Attorney Hovis will review whether Yoe Ambulance can use the Township's Ford purchasing number and if so that the staff is authorized to provide the information to Yoe Ambulance.  On motion of Commissioner Schindo, seconded by Commissioner Steele the minutes from June 11, June 12,  and June 18, 2003 were approved.  Vote – All in favor.

PUBLIC 

COMMENT
Charles Janaskie requested to be on the agenda to discuss garbage service but did not appear.


Dean Krout, 109 Ivy St, indicated that the June 17th edition of the York Daily Record contained an article indicating that the Dallastown Area School Board approved a tax increase.  Based on his calculations, the increase for the average township resident would be $163.97 which is more than they are even paying to the township for real estate taxes.  He would like to thank the board for all the services that they provide and containing costs.
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Jim Kearns, 2302 Daisy Rd, indicated that as one of the homeowners on Daisy Road he is partially responsible for the detention pond required by their development plan.  Another development is contributing a significant amount of water to their pond which is destroying the pond.  Although they have tried to work out a solution with the other development, they have not had any success.  He would like to ask the Board to have the Township Solicitor assist them in resolving the issue.  Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Phipps to have the Solicitor review the situation and report back to them at the August meeting.  All were in favor.

ENGINEER’S

Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Phipps to approve Resolution 2003-13 a deed of dedication by Kevin and Mary Keperling  for property to be utilized by the Township for use as a public road.  All were in favor.


D & E Realty – Gordon Brown's Office presented a plan for a 51 lot townhouse subdivision.  They would like the Board's opinion on sidewalk requirements for the project.  The Board would like to see the sidewalks installed along with the grass strip between the sidewalk and curb.  Dennis informed the Board that he didn't have any problems with any of the other waivers requested as part of the development plan.


David Jones informed the Board that the stormwater from the development would be discharged uncontrolled to another lot and would be managed offsite.  Approval of the plan in its present configuration could create a precedent.  The Board indicated that they would like to have Brown's office include the stormwater management on the site.


LD2003-5-1 – Chanticleer – Commissioner Schindo made a motion to approve the plan, seconded by Commissioner Phipps subject to the conditions, recommendations and requirements as outlined in the 7/3/03 Engineer's letter and that the waivers for Section 603 (b) (2) and 602 (c) (2) be granted.  In addition, he also recommended a letter be sent pursuant to the six month notice on the Wellspan portion of the Land Development.  All were in favor.


LD2003-5-2 – Sweet Willows Creamery – Commissioner Schindo made a motion to approve the plan subject to the conditions, recommendations and requirements as outlined in the 7/3/03 Engineer's letter and that the waivers for Section 602 (c) and 602 (a) (7) and that the waiver for sidewalks not be approved.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Craley.  Dennis Henry recommended that we include a note that would require the developer to 
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resubmit a revised land development plan if the Township determines that a traffic problem has been created based on parking problems, complaints received or accident reports.  Vote 4 yes, Commissioner Craley – No.


LD2003-6-6 – KFC/Long John Silvers – Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Phipps to approve the plan subject to the Township Engineer's letter.  All were in favor.

P2003-6-3 – First Energy - Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Phipps to approve the plan based upon all of the signatures being obtained.  All were in favor.

LD2003-6-3 – First Energy – Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Steele that the plan be approved.  All were in favor.

Roadway Improvement Notifications: Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Steele to send the notices to the following parties for roadway improvement projects: Wellspan (road widening, curbing and sidewalks along Old Baltimore Pike), Abel (sidewalks along Chambers Road), Reich Acquisition One L.P. (sidewalks along South Queen), Werner Bros. (sidewalks along South Queen) 

Red Lion Borough stormwater – Commissioner Craley indicated that she is going to meet with the parties to resolve the issue.

The Fire and Ambulance reports were provided by Commissioner Craley along with Federal Form 990s for several of the organizations.  The next monthly meeting will be held at Dallastown.


The York Township Fire Association and the Windsor Township Fire Association have been working on a draft burning ordinance.  The staff and the solicitor were directed to review the ordinance to determine if we should enact it.


Commissioner Craley expressed appreciation on behalf of Yoe Ambulance for allowing them to use the Township's Ford contract number.  Use of the number saved the Company several thousand dollars.
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Commissioner Craley recognized Keith Lutz for 14 years of service and Brian Junkins for 7 years of service to the Township.


Commissioner Craley asked the Solicitor if there was any outstanding issues with the COG agreement.  Dave only had one item, whether YACOG would have the authority to won real property.  If so, a simple statement should be added that says YACOG can own/operate/lease real property and that would clear up the issue.  Also in Article 7 we would have no say in what any other political subdivision does.  After much discussion of the financial implications, the increased level of government, the benefit of the organization, etc.  Commissioner Craley made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Phipps to have the Township Manager take a look at the financial implications of the agreement including the bonding requirements.  Vote 4 yes, Commissioner Schindo – No.


The York County Transportation Coalition's next meeting will be held July 17th at the Wrightsville House.


Thanks to Joe Robinson for the financial snapshot that he provided to the Board.


Questioned whether or not we had advertised for a maintenance foreman.  Mark Derr indicated that we did advertise in the York Newspaper for a replacement for Curt Knaub who retired in December of last year.  Three resumes were received and would be made available to the Board if they are interested in reviewing them.

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With respect to the Route 74 roadway and sidewalk project through Spry is there a consistent answer between PennDOT, Kinsley, and the Postal Service as to what residents need to do with their mailboxes?  Dennis Henry indicated that he will contact Dave Slimak regarding the issue and he and Mark Clark will work to get it resolved.

Phil indicated that he would like to see another newsletter go out in August or September as was discussed and was interested in having each of the Commissioners address a topic.  Commissioner Briddell will address the Comp Plan / Zoning / Subdivision Land Development Update.  Commissioner Steele will address Public Works and the various projects including the Tyler Run & other sewer projects.  Commissioner Craley will address Fire and EMS.  Commissioner Phipps will take police and Commissioner Schindo will address the budget.  Dean Krout volunteered to write an article on behalf of the Recreation Board and it was suggested that each of the other Boards elect someone to write an article on their behalf.

Commissioner Briddell asked if the Board was in favor of him making a presentation to the Dallastown School Board regarding the update to the comprehensive plan.  All were in favor.

Glatfelter Insurance requested C.S. Davidson to prepare land development plan for a new building on their existing campus.  C. S. Davidson requested that we allow them to prepare the plan.  Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Craley to allow Davidson's Office to prepare the plan.  All were in favor.


Commissioner Schindo made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Steele to contribute $500 to the Red Lion Recreation Commission for their Fourth of July fireworks display.  Vote 3 yes, Commissioner Phipps and Commissioner Steele – No.


The Red Lion Municipal Authority requested that the Township appoint a representative to meet with their steering committee to develop a Source Water Protection Plan.  The Board appointed Commissioner Craley to serve on the committee.
