This dollar is a representation of the allocation of the total
real estate millage (school, county and township)
paid for a home in York Township.

1 Mill = $1 for every $1,000 of assessed value

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS

The current real estate millage of .7 remains in effect for 2012. For
the owner of a home appraised at $150,000, the tax for Township
services would equal $105.

Sewer rates will remain at $118/quarter for residential and $166 for
commercial.

Township personnel continue to contribute 5% to their health-care
costs.

2012 contributions will be $27,000 to Kaltreider Library and $5,000 to
the Red Lion Senior Center.

20% increase in Springettsbury Township sewage treatment and
transportation costs.

20% increase in City of York sewage treatment and transportation
costs.

2011 Real Estate assessments are based upon October 2011 York
County Valuation Reports.

York Township will have a total of 95 police units from York Area Po-
lice, with a cost increase of 2.77% over last year.

$373,478 will be used from the committed reserve for General Obli-
gation Bond payments in 2012.

The excess state aid received in 2011 of $112,741 will be an as-
signed reserve for appropriation to the 2012 budget.

The excess Earned Income Tax funds received in 2011 of $324,125
will be an assigned reserve for appropriation to the 2012 budget.
General fund transfers to the Capital Reserve Fund are based upon
identified project needs and linked to a percentage of the established
real estate millage rate.

Fund transfers to the Sewer Capital Reserve Fund will be based up-
on project needs and linked to a percentage of sewer rents received.
